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Television (TV): The etymology of
the word reveals it is derived from
mixed Latin and Greek origin,
meaning "far sight": Greek tele
(????), far, and Latin visio, sight
(from video, vis- to see, or to view
in the first person). Now it refers
to a telecommunication medium for
transmitting and receiving moving
images that can be monochromatic
(shades of grey) or multicolored.
Images are usually accompanied by
sound. "Television" may also refer
specifically to a television seft,
television programming, television
transmission.
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The Internet is a global system of
interconnected computer networks
that use the standard Internet
Protocol Suite (TCP/IP) to serve
billions of users worldwide. Itisa
network of networks that consists of
millions of private, public, academic,
business, and government networks, of
local to global scope, that are linked
by a broad array of electronic,
wireless and optical networking
technologies. The Internet carries a
vast range of information resources
and services, such as the inter-linked
hypertext documents of the World
Wide Web (WWW) and the
infrastructure to support electronic
mail.
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Radio is the transmission of signals by modulation of
electromagnetic waves with frequencies below those of visible
light..Electromagnetic radiation travels by means of oscillating
electromagnetic fields that pass through the air and the vacuum
of space. Information is carried by systematically changing
(modulating) some property of the radiated waves, such as
amplitude, frequency, phrase. When radio waves-pass an
electrical conductor, the oscillating fields induce an alternating
current in the conductor. This can be detected and tra isformed
into sound or other signals that carry information. :




Alexander Popov was
the first inventor of
radio

Beginning in the early
1890s he conducted
experiments along the
lines of Heinrich Hertz's
research. In 1894 he
built his first radio
receiver, which contained
a coherer. Further
refined as a lightning
detector, it was
presented to the people
on May 7, 1895-the day
has been celebrated in
the Russian Federation as

"Radio Day".
