In the center of Trafalgar Square in London is worth the most
famous monument of Nelson's Column. The monument was built
in 1843 as the memory of Admiral Horatio Lord Nelson, who won
the French fleet at the Battle of Trafalgar in 1805.

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Hyde Park, which opened to the public in 1637, is the
largest of several royal parks in London that are connected
to each other.
