Past simple irregular verbs

Many common verbs are irregular in the past simple.

eat — ate go - went make - made  see — saw
have — had

There is a list of past simple irregular verbs on page 159.

Past time expressions & ago

Use the following expressions with the past tense.
yesterday, last night/week/Saturday/month/year

These expressions go at the beginning or end of a sentence.

I saw a film last night.
Yesterday I had English class.

We also use periods of time + ago with the past tense. It
usually goes at the end of a sentence.

I saw the film two weeks ago.
They booked their tickets six months ago.

Adverbs of manner

Use adverbs of manner to say how we do something.

The actor cried quietly.
The football team played well.

Adverbs of manner usually go at the end of the sentence.
To make an adverb of manner, you usually add -y to the
adjective.

quiet — quietly  slow - slowly  bad - badly
For adjectives that end in -y, change y to -ily.

easy — easily  noisy — noisily
There are some adverbs that do not change.

late — late  fast — fast hard - hard  early - early
The adverb for good is well.

They are good players. They play well.
