Affirmative
I speak
He/She/It speaks English.

You/We/They speak

The form of the verb is the same except for he/she/it. For
he/she/it, add -s.

Spelling: present simple verbs with he/she/it
For most verbs: add -s.

work — works eat - eats like - likes play - plays
For verbs ending in consonant + y: y — ies.

study - studies
For verbs ending in -ch, -sh, o: add -es.

do - does watch - watches
Note: have - has

Make the negative with don’t + infinitive or doesn’t (for
he/she/it) + infinitive.

subject auxiliary + not infinitive
I don’t live in Britain.
She doesn’t have a boyfriend.
Negative

For questions, put do/does before the subject, and the
infinitive after the subject.
