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uring the reign of Amir Temur, duties related to judicial and legal systems

were specialized, and the position of kazi was one of the most prestigious

and responsible among them. Kazis played an important role in coordinating
the judicial and llaw enforcement activities of the state. They implemented the principles
of social justice, regulated the relationship between the state and law, the state and the
civilian, the civilian and society and the civilians themselves, and had a major role not only
in ensuring law and order, but also in enhancing the legal culture of the state. The Kazi
had great influence in ensuring justice in society. The legal balance established during this
period and the unique legal culture show that kazis with great spirituality, knowledge and
potential emerged in their time.

The official who dealt with illegal activities of Chagatai emirs and princes was called
yarguchi. He conducted his activities in the Supreme Tribunal.

Kazis were guided by the principles of legality, equality of all before the law, justice, and
unconditional observance of the law.

If one of the parties was dissatisfied with the decision or verdict of a kazi, it had the
right to complain to higher kazis, kazi-kalyans or even the head of state. The supervision
over the activities of kazis throughout the country was entrusted to the kazi-kalyan.

In the state of Amir Temur, courts were divided into sharia, civil and military courts.

Kazis dealing with temporal affairs were called kazi-ahdas. Kazi dealing with Shariah
cases were called Kazi of Shariah, and Kazi settling disputes and disagreements between
sipohi (soldiers) were called Kazi of troops.

All information about the activities of the kazi was continuously reported to the divan
(chancellery) and to the Sahibkiran personally.

The state created during the reign of Amir Temur was divided into nohiyas - circuits,
ten-thousanders - districts, thousanders - hazoras, hundreds - sada and tens - daha. It can
be seen that there was a system of tens in local governments, which was based on the task
of supplying soldiers for Amir Temur's army in the prescribed manner.

Under Amir Temur, local government was well organised; each viloyat, town and district
had its own hakim, financial office, kazi, mufti, mutavalli (head of economy) and mukhtasib.
In each town and village a kutvol, a commandant, was appointed.

They were subordinate to the local administration on the one hand and the high divan
on the other.

Messages were transmitted to the capital through thousands of messenger riders
on thousands of horses and thousands of camels. They continuously reported about the
events taking place in the territory of the state. In particular, messengers delivered daily
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to Samarkand information about Kazi notebooks, imposed punishments and complaints of
the locals. This method was of great importance in correcting the deficiencies. The fingers
of those who wrote false news and the heads of those who wrote slanderous letters were
chopped off. The constant observation and exchange of reports in the great kingdom of
Sahibkiran, which united twenty-seven countries, served to establish truth and justice on
the ground.

Historical sources mention some kazis appointed during the reigns of Amir Temur and
the Temurids. In particular, under Sahibkiran Amir Temur there was an educated and honest
gazi named Aziz. The position of military gazi was given to Sayyid Ziyovuddin.

The work of Abd al-Razzaq Samarkandi «Places of rising of two lucky stars and places
of confluence of two seas» mentions Qazi Imaduddin, Qazi Qutbuddin Abdullah, Kazi
Salahuddin, Kazi Ahmed Saidi and other Kazis in the time of Shahrukh Mirza.

In particular, he called Ahmad Saidi a pioneer of the brave and wrote that he was
always present at the greatest events and meetings, and that Mubarak Shah, son of Emir
Yedigei, became the ruler of Khorezm, Bikchak was in the position of emir of the divan and
sadr (supreme) kazi.

There is evidence that when ambassadors from China came to Shahrukh Mirza,
Kazi Khaji Yusuf acted as an interpreter with Muslims who spoke several languages and
explained the rules to them.

As Abd al-Razzag Samargandi himself and the XV century historian Mirkhond specify,
Jalal al-Din Ishag Samargandi was in the «servants» in Shahrukh’s palace and served as an
imam and kazi in his army ( troops) for many years. Accordingly, he could have travelled
from Samarkand to Herat at the time of Shahrukh’s appointment as governor or later.

In the kingdom of Amir Temur, there were many officials working in the field of law and
order, each of them had their specific duties. Asas were one of them. They were responsible for
maintaining the peace and tranquillity of the townspeople at night.

Each town also appointed kurchi (guards) to protect the peasants and crops.

The official who received complaints from public and passed them on to the administration
was called a dodhokh.

Yasakchi were people who collected taxes and accepted yasak (tributes). They were also
called sarbaz (foot soldiers). The job of collecting taxes required them to act enterprisingly and
fairly, taking into account the interests of the people and the state.

The body of public order was called yasaglik, and it was responsible for maintaining social
order in the state and had the right to investigate, interrogate and punish violators of public
peace.

Night watchmen were called pas (or pasban). They were responsible for the safety of
civilians at night. Information on asasas, yasagliks and other positions is provided above. These
data show that law enforcement agencies were diverse and had a specific mission.

The asasas were night watchmen, leaders of search operations, and also, together with
their pasban officers, divided into groups according to specific territories, played an important
role in ensuring the peace of civilians and solving criminal cases.

The composition for controlling social norms on the basis of the Shari'ah and preventing
moral violations were called mukhtasibs. They suppressed cheating at weights and measures
and other offenses in the markets and imposed penalties in accordance with their authority.

The officials of the internal affairs bodies were called yasaglik; they were responsible for
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maintaining the peace of the state and society and played an important role in solving crimes.

One of the law enforcement agencies was called shikhna — these were military
administrators responsible for maintaining peace in cities.

During the reign of Amir Temur, servants called kurchi guarded the state weapons,
controlled where and why they were used, and guarded the royal palace.

Under Amir Temur's rule, officials from both sides were appointed to maintain law and
order. As mentioned above, officials were in charge in each region. They were responsible for
ensuring the security of the areas entrusted to them, peace and tranquillity of civilians in the
administrative territories under their governance. Their competence included administrative
punishment for minor offences. Serious offences against the state, person, life and health
were tried in relevant Kazi courts, and punishment was imposed according to the offences
committed.

The judicial and legal system of the time of Amir Temur was based on the principles of
strict legality and justice.

In his «Statutes», Sahibkiran emphasised the justice and supremacy of law established in
his state, saying: «So observed the power on the basis of law and ordinances that no one was
able to interfere in the affairs of the state».

He endeavoured to keep the balance between the rule of law and justice as two scales.
Amir Temur required his emirs and officials not to discriminate against the people in the
execution of orders.

In the state of Amir Temur, the harshest punishments were laid down for theft, violence,
drinking alcohol, adultery and similar offences. As Sahibkiran records show, interrogations
and inspections in the kingdom were carried out from time to time. Abuse of office, bribery,
drunkenness and domestic debauchery were considered as grave sins and those who
committed them were severely punished.

The Kazi courts were strictly forbidden to punish citizens accused of slander by suspicious
and malicious people.

However, if a person’s sin was proved by four pieces of evidence, he was punished or fined
according to his offence.

The «Statutes» emphasise that punishment should not be hasty and people should not be
unjustly punished: «With regard to the viziers, who are reliable and important people in the royal
palace, | have given the following order: if treason is shown on their part during their service and
they intend to overthrow the kingdom, let them not be executed in a hurry. First, the identity of
those who testify [against the viziers] should be verified by means of the magic stone mahak
and the veracity of the accusations should be ascertained.
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Because, in many cases, the envious and gossips, out of hatred or self-interest, weave a
net of lies, and by passing it off as truth, achieve their [malicious] ends.

In the state there are many vile, evil-minded people who pander to the enemies of the state
and let the loyalists into the world through various intrigues and atrocities. Their aim is to make
a breach in the ship of the kingdom.»

Amir Temur also used a diplomatic way of catching criminals. As he himself writes,
“"Another thing | judged was that a group of money changers (money exchangers) came and
cried in front of me that we had placed several chests of jewels and ornaments, gold and silver
in Istanbul Caesarea, but they were taken by a thief and it is not known where they went. At
that moment, a pleasant person entered the door and said that | had taken these goods. Then |
summoned the people who had been unjustly arrested and were being interrogated. | sentenced
the people of this neighborhood to leave and handed over whoever came to the owner of the
property. With that, the owners of the goods came back and cried again, that thief led us to
a well, said that he had put the goods there, tied a rope around his waist, fell into the well and
disappeared. After checking, it turned out that he had dug a hole under it. He got out of that
underground road and disappeared. | praised this thief for saving the innocent and showing
his bravery. When he heard me applauding him, he came to me by himself and | gave him a
place among the wrestlers in my bridle. He returned the money changers in full. | gave goods in
exchange.”

From this it is to be seen that Amir Temur recognised the role of intelligence in solving
various crimes, and understood that uncovering the truth and obtaining justice required great
knowledge and vigilance on the part of the Kazi.

In the kingdom, non-Shariah offenses were punished according to the law of Yassa.

In accordance with it and typical of medieval traditions, such punishments as cutting off a
finger, hand, nose, ear, blinding the eyes with a blade, lashing or flogging, and disgracing were
used.

Amir Temur introduced various laws to ensure security along the caravan routes. If
someone was attacked there and property was taken away, the hakim of that area paid the
owner compensation in double the amount of the lost property, and for failure to prevent such a
situation and properly control it - a fine of five times the amount to Amir Temur’s treasury.

According to medieval customs, there were different methods of punishment in the
kingdom.

The punishment of blinding the eye was called «blade application» and was carried out
with a metal tool (blade) similar to a needle. It was preheated and swiped across the eye.

People who committed serious crimes were hanged or beheaded.
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The «Statutes» stated that if a person’s guilt was proved, only one punishment should be
applied to him, i.e. if a fine was imposed, there was no flogging, if he was flogged, there was no
fine, i.e. the principle of «one punishment for one offence» was enshrined.

The imposition of punishment for administrative offenses and offenses committed by
officials were controlled separately. The nature of the act committed by officials, whether it was
committed recklessly or intentionally, was given importance, and punishment was imposed
accordingly.

If the village elders and the city foreman harassed a person of lesser rank, the fine
was imposed taking into account the status of this person, that is, the social lifestyle of the
townspeople was taken into account.

If the Daruga and Hakim oppressed people and ruined them, it was punished mercilessly
according to the deeds. The punishment ranged from a simple fine to the death penalty.

Subversion, bribery and other offences of officials were considered among the most
dangerous crimes. They corresponded to today's type of corruption and subversion offences.

Such offences were considered crimes against the state and were subject to severe
penalties. The compulsory function of the state was aimed at their eradication and

coordination of stability in the state.

The educational power of the compulsory apparatus in the times of Amir Temur and the
Temurids lies in the fact that punishments were carried out not secretly from the people, but
openly - in the markets and squares.

Amir Temur kept people between fear and hope, and considered it a necessity. It awakened
in the minds of people a sense of responsibility for their actions and reminded them every
minute of their rights and duties to society and the law, their obligations, their limits, and the
fact that behind them stood a powerful state that protected and punished them if necessary. It
should be understood that Amir Temur believed that laws and their enforcement would serve to
strengthen the power of the state.

First of all, Amir Temur himself followed the established laws and demanded the same
from his family members. If any member of the family broke the law, he was severely punished.

Khalil-Sultan, the son of Miranshah, was a brave, courageous, responsible and enterprising
prince, and he could become the ruler of a great country in the future. But one wrongful act of
his ruined all his plans. Khalil Sultan was sentenced to severe punishment for his non-Shariah
marriage to Shad-Mulk, the concubine of Emir Saifuddin.

It was such ironclad laws and methods of punishment that provided a balance between
the state apparatus and society.
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Financial offences were punished as follows:

- if the finance ministers, who were the treasurers of the country, committed a financial
offence and embezzled some of the wealth, an investigation was required first;

- if the amount embezzled by them was equal to the amount of his bonus, that amount
was given as a gift;

- if it was more than twice his salary, the excess amount was withheld from his salary;

- if it was three times his wages, it was withdrawn as a tax to the royal treasury.

Evasion from battles and cowardice were considered as crimes worse than death. That is
why Amir Temur’s soldiers fought bravely and courageously. In the kingdom of Sahibkiran, the
methods of spiritual punishment also had a good effect.

Treason was considered the most serious offence in the kingdom of Sahibkiran. If a
servant betrayed his superior by conspiring with the enemy, he was handed over to the enemy.

If any of the troops of warriors or emirs colluded with the enemies and joined their forces,
they were expelled from the country.

Amir Temur pursued a policy based on the principles of law, justice and humanity in
imposing punishment on those who committed injustice and crimes. This made other people in
the society stop committing such unlawful acts.

In the Sahibkiran's kingdom, the issues of offences committed by warriors and their
punishments were given special attention. If a warrior, abusing his authority, oppressed his
subordinate, he was handed over to the oppressed, and the victim himself punished the warrior.

Shaving off the beard of men and forcing them to walk around the city with a painted face
was considered a punishment equal to death.

In the time of Amir Temur, the rules of justice were strictly observed in punishment. The
rule of law and its equality for all, the power of the state and managerial skills were ensured in
punishment. The law enforcement staff had clearly defined tasks and directions.
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
