PHANTASMAGORIAS IN RUSSIAN LITERATURE OF THE 1920-30S

Summary

Russian writers and poets of the beginning of the 20th century overcame ideological obstacles
of their era, comparing it with another world, which would be more appropriate for human beings, or
at least with an idea of such a world.

The literature, which was created in conditions of implemented utopia, suffered and feared
and, at the same time, laughed at the absurdity of the new way of organizing life, was the mirror of
the reality of the beginning of the 20th century.

In their deep essence, Russian phantasmagorias of the 1920-30s, which embodied the start of
a new era in the bloody glow of the revolution and civil war, represented a literature of moral

linguistics, the scientific study of language. The
word was first used in the middle of the 19th century
to emphasize the difference between a newer approach
to the study of language that was then developing
and the more traditional approach of philology. The
differences were and are largely matters of attitude,
emphasis, and purpose. The philologist is concerned
primarily with the historical development of languages
as it is manifest in written texts and in the context of
the associated literature and culture. The linguist,
though he may be interested in written texts and in the
development of languages through time, tends to give
priority to spoken languages and to the

The field of linguistics may be divided in terms
of three dichotomies: synchronic versus diachronic,
theoretical versus applied, and microlinguistics
versus macrolinguistics. A synchronic description of a
language describes the language asitisatagiventime; a
diachronic description is concerned with the historical
development ofthe language and the structural changes
that have taken place in it. The goal of theoretical
linguistics is the construction of a general theory of
the structure of language or of a general theoretical
framework for the description of languages; the aim
of applied linguistics is the application of the findings
and techniques of the scientific study of language
to practical tasks, especially to the elaboration of
improved methods of language teaching. The terms
microlinguistics and macrolinguistics are not yet well
established, and they are, in fact, used here purely
for convenience. The former refers to a narrower
and the latter to a much broader view of the scope
of linguistics. According to the micro linguistic view,
languages should be analyzed for their own sake
and without reference to their social function, to
the manner in which they are acquired by children,
to the psychological mechanisms that underlie the
production and reception of speech, to the literary and
the aesthetic or communicative function of language,
and so on. In contrast, macrolinguistics embraces all
of these aspects of language. Various areas within
macro linguistics have been given terminological
recognition:  psycholinguistics,  sociolinguistics,
anthropologicalllinguistics, dialectology, mathematical
and computational linguistics, and stylistics. Macro
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linguistics should not be identified with applied
linguistics. The application of linguistic methods
and concepts to language teaching may well involve
other disciplines in a way that micro linguistics does
not. But there is, in principle, a theoretical aspect to
every part of macro linguistics, no less than to micro
linguistics.

A large portion of this article is devoted to
theoretical, synchronic micro linguistics, which is
generally acknowledged as the central part of the
subject; it will be abbreviated henceforth as theoretical
linguistics. Linguistic speculation and investigation,
insofar as is known, has gone on in only a small
number of societies. To the extent that Mesopotamian,
Chinese, and Arabic learning dealt with grammar, their
treatments were so enmeshed in the particularities of
those languages and so little known to the European
world until recently that they have had virtually
no impact on Western linguistic tradition. Chinese
linguistic and philological scholarship stretches
back for more than two millennia, but the interest of
those scholars was concentrated largely on phonetics,
writing, and lexicography; their consideration of
grammatical problems was bound up closely with the
study of logic.

Certainly, the most interesting non-Western
grammatical tradition—and the most original and
independent—is that of India, which dates back
at least two and one-half millennia and which
culminates with the grammar of Panini, of the 5th
century BCE. There are three major ways in which
the Sanskrit tradition has had an impact on modern
linguistic scholarship. As soon as Sanskrit became
known to the Western learned world, the unravelling
of comparative Indo-European grammar ensued, and
the foundations were laid for the whole 19th-century
edifice of comparative philology and historical
linguistics. But, for this, Sanskrit was simply a part of
the data; Indian grammatical learning played almost
no direct part. Nineteenth-century workers, however,
recognized that the native tradition of phonetics
in ancient India was vastly superior to Western
knowledge, and this had important consequences for
the growth of the science of phonetics in the West.
Third, there is in the rules or definitions (sutras) of
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Panini a remarkably subtle and penetrating account
of Sanskrit grammar. The construction of sentences,
compound nouns, and the like is explained through
ordered rules operating on underlying structures in a
manner strikingly similar in part to modes of modern
theory. As might be imagined, this perceptive Indian
grammatical work held great fascination for 20th-
century theoretical linguists. A study of Indian logic
in relation to Paninian grammar alongside Aristotelian
and Western logic in relation to Greek grammar and its
successors could bring illuminating insights. Whereas
in ancient Chinese learning a separate field of study
that might be called grammar scarcely took root, in
ancient India a sophisticated version of this discipline
developed early alongside the other sciences. Even
though the study of Sanskrit grammar may originally
have had the practical aim of keeping the sacred Vedic
texts and their commentaries pure and intact, the study
of grammar in India in the 1st millennium BCE had
already become an intellectual end in itself.

The emergence of grammatical learning in
Greece is less clearly known than is sometimes
implied, and the subject is more complex than is often
supposed; here only the main strands can be sampled.
The term h& grammatike techné (“the art of letters”)
had two senses. It meant the study of the values of
the letters and of accentuation and prosody and, in
this sense, was an abstract intellectual discipline; and
it also meant the skill of literacy and thus embraced
applied pedagogy. This side of what was to become
“grammatical” learning was distinctly applied,
particular, and less exalted by comparison with
other pursuits. Most of the developments associated
with theoretical grammar grew out of philosophy
and criticism; and in these developments a repeated
duality of themes crosses and intertwines. Much of
Greek philosophy was occupied with the distinction
between that which exists “by nature” and that
which exists “by convention.” So, in language it was
natural to account for words and forms as ordained
by nature (by onomatopoeia—i.e., by imitation
of natural sounds) or as arrived at arbitrarily by a
social convention. This dispute regarding the origin
of language and meanings paved the way for the
development of divergences between the views of the
“analogists,” who looked on language as possessing
an essential regularity as a result of the symmetries
that convention can provide, and the views of the
“anomalists,” who pointed to language’s lack of
regularity as one facet of the inescapable irregularities
of nature. The situation was more complex, however,
than this statement would suggest. For example, it
seems that the anomalists among the Stoics credited
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the irrational quality of language precisely to the
claim that language did not exactly mirror nature.
In any event, the anomalist tradition in the hands of
the Stoics brought grammar the benefit of their work
in logic and rhetoric. This led to the distinction that,
in modern theory, is made with the terms significant
(“what signifies”) and signifi¢ (“what is signified”)
or, somewhat differently and more -elaborately,
with “expression” and “content”; and it laid the
groundwork of modern theories of inflection, though
by no means with the exhaustiveness and fine-grained
analysis reached by the Sanskrit grammarians. The
Alexandrians, who were analogists working largely
on literary criticism and text philology, completed
the development of the classical Greek grammatical
tradition. Dionysius Thrax, in the 2nd century BCE,
produced the first systematic grammar of Western
tradition; it dealt only with word morphology. The
study of sentence syntax was to wait for Apollonius
Dyscolus, of the 2nd century CE. Dionysius called
grammar “the acquaintance with [or observation of]
what is uttered by poets and writers,” using a word
meaning a less general form of knowledge than what
might be called “science.” His typically Alexandrian
literary goal is suggested by the headings in his work:
pronunciation, poetic figurative language, difficult
words, true and inner meanings of words, exposition
of form-classes, literary criticism. Dionysius defined a
sentence as a unit of sense or thought, but it is difficult
to be sure of his precise meaning. The Romans, who
largely took over, with mild adaptations to their
highly similar language, the total work of the Greeks,
are important not as originators but as transmitters.
Aelius Donatus, of the 4th century CE, and Priscian,
an African of the 6th century, and their colleagues
were slightly more systematic than their Greek
models but were essentially retrospective rather than
original. Up to this point a field that was at times called
grammatical was a congeries of investigations, both
theoretical and practical, drawn from the work and
interests of literacy, scribe ship, logic, epistemology,
rhetoric, textual philosophy, poetics, and literary
criticism. Yet modern specialists in the field still share
their concerns and interests. The anomalists, who
concentrated on surface irregularity and who looked
then for regularities deeper down (as the Stoics sought
them in logic) bear a resemblance to contemporary
scholars of the transformationalist school. And the
philological analogists with their regularizing surface
segmentation show striking kinship of spirit with
the modern school of structural (or taxonomic or
glossematics) grammatical theorists.

PROPAGANDA IN THE «LDNR» EDITIONS

Summary

The information component is one of the main means of influence in the complex of so-called
hybrid wars waged against independent states in the post-Soviet space by Russia.

Information-semantic «formattingy» of mass consciousness, public opinion and people>s moods
with the help of information management, manipulative technologies of influence is a priority in
the activities of Russian propagandists and in the occupied territories of Ukraine. In our study, we
tried to trace the use of such technologies in print and, to some extent, other mass media of the self-
proclaimed “republics” of Donbass — the “LPR” and “DPR”. The sources for the thesis analysis
were the publications of periodicals annexed and created by Moscow propagandists for 2017: XXI
Century, Unity, Cossack Bulletin, Express News, Life of Lugansk, Respublika, Novorossiya, «Donetsk
Republicy, «Makievsky Worker of the DPR», «New Luchy, «Enakievsky Worker», «Kochegarkay,
«Gorlovka. Today”, “World of News”, “Express Club”, as well as materials from online publications,
programs and broadcasts of local radio and television.

The media of the occupied areas of Donbass is a training ground and at the same time a kind of
guide to the use of information manipulative technologies of influence, the use of propaganda tools.

A proven technology is, in particular, the creation of a cult of personality - the image of a leader,
the «father of the nation», who is worshiped and followed, whose opinion and decision should not
be questioned. Such examples of indestructibility and courage, wise and far-sighted leaders in the
publications of the so-called «kDNR» and «LNR» appear all the leaders of the «republics», replacing
each other from time to time. Also, according to the patterns of propaganda, those who are removed
from power for one reason or another are obstructed in order to raise new leaders.

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STATE IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION SYSTEM: STATE AS A SYSTEM

A system is a cooperation of interactive elements,
and it executes such functions that can not be done
individually. The system takes inputs in cases where it
does not have any direct control and then transforms it.
Nowadays, a system has strictly defined boundaries.

In today’s globalized world, the‘’ political system
> term is used more frequently in politology, rather
than the words state or nation, therefore they carry
much more confined legal and institutional definitions.

The state is a union of public-political groups,
which is sovereign over its’ members, it exercises its
powers through the public authorities and occupies
a strictly defined territory. It is formal apparatus
of authoritative and legal norms, through which
sovereignty is achieved, it ensures the maintenance of
public order and protects the rights of each group and
the whole state.

Besides, we should not mistake the state with
the balance of forces, status-quo, or the government.
The government may execute fundamental changes to
the law or its role, but the state is invariable. Politics,
civil order, specific law norms, and authoritative roles
are changeable, through which the elite realizes its
interests.

The concept of “’political system” has been
brought into politology at the end of the XX century,
which was due to the changes in state governance. In
society, the term political system was used to refer to
political activity, which covered the whole field and
had a dominant definition.

It is possible to categorize the system as dynamic
and unforgettable. The results of a dynamic system
are dependent on the current state of affairs, what kind
of changes are being made in the current stage. The
dynamic system is in its specific state at any given
moment. At any given time, the state of the system is
defined as having a unique value.

Atfirst, we have to distinguish the political system
from the state itself. The political system consists
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of formal and non-formal structures, which express
sovereignty over the state’s territory and people. This
defines the state’s civil aspects. But any state can have
many different political systems in its existence, such
as China and France.

People can change the system with their
involvement. In this case, the public legitimately,
by law, can exercise control over the political elite
by exercising its powers. The masses, according to
interest groups, have the power to control the elite,
just like it is the case in Switzerland or the United
States. The role of religion is worth mentioning too,
which is also a part of the political system.

The second characteristic distinguishes the
degree of interference of the political system in the
social life of society. Characteristic of the autonomy
of this group is the exemption from elite orders and
rules of law, which are characteristic of the activities
of different groups.

At various stages of history, the question has
been repeatedly raised about the extent to which the
political system controls the church, education, the
private sector, and so on. On one side are virtually
ideal political systems that exercise regulatory-
procedural control over society, leaving groups free
from political interference, and on the other side
are political systems that leave none of the groups
without control. However, the issue of relations and
ratios between the public and private sectors are still
very important.

Within this, history for the so-called evolved
western countries is divided into three chapters:
the sovereign night watchman, same as the liberal
sovereign; the state of universal welfare, and the
sovereign Liberal state.

Let’s discuss each of them:

The state night watchman is the same type of
liberal state where the functioning of the public
sector is reduced to a minimum and is linked to the
enforcement of a law that provides for private tutoring.
Focuses on the resources needed to implement an
effective foreign policy. In this case, the role of the
state in the private sector is limited.

The term state night watchman is associated
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with the figure of the English thinker John Locke,
who adopted liberal thought and liberal values. As
Locke pointed out, the main function of the state
is to protect the liberty, and citizen’s property. A
similar ideology was founded in the United States by
Thomas Jefferson, who conceived the concept of state
overnight spending as follows: «Government is better
if it rules the least”.

The state night watchman gives wide arena to the
private sector, within its minimal involvement, but
controls it with so called “’invisible hand™.

The State of Universal Welfare - Otto Eduard
Leopold von Bismarck was a Prussian statesman and
XIX century diplomat who played an important role
in the world politics. He became the first chancellor of
the German Empire in 1871, and is considered to be
the creator of the modern welfare state.

With the fast industrialization, there was a
significant increase in population, and mass migration
from the suburbs to the industrial centers began, which
was due to the possibility of overcoming poverty.
In difficult social conditions, the ideas of socialist
propaganda became more attractive, and the number
of socialists increased, the state could not suppress
them, and Bismarck developed another tactic.

In 1878 after implementing actions against
Kaizer, Bismarck introduced the law which prohibited
socialistic newspapers and most of the trade unions,
but in 1880 social-democrats party gathered in
Switzerland, so they could make a plan against
Bismarck. Bismarck knew well that he could not win
against socialists, so he activated a law by which he
could defeat them.

In 1881, Bismarck surprised the public by
introducing a welfare reform bill into the Reichstag.
System for German workers. The Bismarckian idea
quickly gained popularity in Europe, with the same
purpose of protecting workers and their families.

The state of universal welfare on the one hand
meant providing bare minimum standards for
every citizen, for example in the case of the state
night watchman it provided donations only by the
church, and on the other hand, it meant doing public
donations/helping people with state resources for the
well being of the citizens, which later turned into a
mainc function of public administration.

From the early 1980’s there was first signs of
disappointment towards the state of universal welfare,
socialists censured walfare state as a new capitalist
instrument of oppression. It was viewed as one side
of the capitalist system whose goal was to escalate
the conflict by appeasing and controlling the workers.
This helped the socialists to destroy capitalism without
a total war. Distrust and frustration with the welfare

state were mainly caused by financial problems, with
the average age increasing the overall value of social
assistance, and the elderly part of the population was
covered by the cost of services for the elderly. , Which
was growing, leading to a reduction in the proposed
social package. All of this has led to a re-emergence
of the idea of a universal welfare state, and states have
been forced to return to the old system of aid, such as
church donations.

Despite all of these, the state of universal welfare
subordinated the corrections and its signs are still
found in some European countrries, where they
maintain competitiveness and political legitimacy.

The regulatory state is based on the concept of a
new public administration, that has been in power in
the West since the neo-conservatives came to power.

This type of state is based on the expansion of
state borders, which is achieved at the expense of
reducing the rights of the private sector. Although
the efficiency of the functioning of the public sector
is increasing, this model is characterized by several
shortcomings, which are primarily related to the
problem of democratic legitimacy.

Hadley Bull in his paper ,,The Anarchical
Society” distinguishes the concepts between «state
system» and «international community». The place
of states in the international order is determined by
the capabilities and above all, the power of the state
with the «international community». These norms
take different forms depending on the scale, basis, and
degree of generalization.

The functions of the state can be considered as
its main directions, which are manifested in the social
essence and social order. The function of the state
differs from its’ goals and objectives. The functions
of the state are variable and derive from its forms (for
example democracy and totalitarianism), it is divided
into internal and external functions.

The role of society in public administration

The development of each state is based on the
modernization and industrialization of society. In
most modern democracies, the state participates in and
controls the country’s economy, ensuring universal
welfare, health care, education, and etc.

From the old time, people have formed
connections based on common interests. The state is a
legitimate union, united by a «collective goaly, to care
for the society, to ensure social welfare.

Before World War I, politics was considered only
an elite affair, so inter-state relations were closed,
attitudes changed after World War 1, and inter-state
relations became visible to the general public.

Engels believed that minorities were the basis
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of state domination, as it was the only way to regain
power in society. There was no class system in
primitive society, since all the people have the same
interests.

Pluralists considered the state as a permanent
concept, in which there was a fixed force that was
distributed in society.

De Tocqueville considered that every section of
society should have great and equal interests in the
state, because he believed that would make the state
self-centered if one class could dominate the others.

The role of the state is defined by its society,
solving important cases,indentity and culture, no
matter it’s own geographical location.

The state combines idealistic, functionalist, and
organizational perspectives. The state is characterized
by 3 goals: to expand connections (to create a global
network), to help human evolution process, and to
address global, social issues.

State rules over mutual ideologies in the modern
society, however there is a big difference between a
state and a government.

Martin Wolf confirms in his works that the main
function and purpose of the state is security, and to
protect the sovereignty. Liberalists think that the
role of state is very narrow and it needs to be studied
more. The role of state in politics it to take part in state
management.

Judging by the degree of freedom, states are as
vulnerable as individuals. A free state is not protected
and is in constant danger, even organizations achieve
self-defense at the expense of reducing freedom.

Within the state, the government exercises
legitimate power, acts in the name of law and order,
and establishes order. At the international level, the
power of the state is voiced to defend itself and gain
superiority over others.

National politics is the realm of government,
administration, and law, while international politics is
the realm of force and mutual understanding.

The International field is part of politics.
National politics is multifaceted, it can be described
as vertical, hierarchical, heterogeneous, centralized,
governed, and tangled, while international politics
is characterized by anarchy - it does not necessarily
mean chaos and absence, the absence of a higher
authority, unruled and mutually adaptable too.

If the order is centralized it means that the
possibility of resolving the issue at high-level
increases. According to Thomas Hobbes, «the state is
free from moral and legal restrictions in its relations
with other states on the way to achieving its goalsy.
The ideas of morality and law, according to Hobbes,
are useful only and exclusively in society, although
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international life goes beyond the framework of
society.

According to the universal traditions (Kant), The
essence of international politics lies in transnational
public relations. People are united by common
interests.

In the XVII-XVIII centuries the idea of the
international community was defensive in nature.
Since the XX century, the meaning of this term has
expanded, extending beyond the framework of Europe
and encompassing the global world.Watell’s views
that nations and states belong to the international
community have been replaced by inaccurate
positions.

At the current stage, the question of the
international community, its authenticity, has been
repeatedly questioned. The international system
consists of elements of society and in this system:

Countries always fight for power and being
influential.

It is impossible to avoid conflict in this type of
society(American scientist Rapoport believed that
conflict is a necessary condition for the development
of society, he linked to conflict with competition);

Countries cooperate in the common interest (for
this purpose, they have long formed alliances).

Civil society is an important part of a democratic
state. Modern democracies ensure that citizens
are active in policy-making and create the right
conditions for raising citizens’ political awareness. In
any democratic environment, citizens influence the
decision-making process.

Alexis de Tocqueville focused on active civil
welfare and noted that society’s activism in the United
States is high at all levels in decision-making, unlike
in Europe.

The ideas of civil society are connected to the
name of John Locke, where society creates order
and ensures the legitimacy of the state. Civil society
plays a suitable role in the state, active citizenship and
political participation has a significant impact on the
decision-making process in public administration as
well, the active involvement of civil society gradually
increases its level of success. The traditional model
of governance is based on an arrangement where
the ultimate power is in the hands of the state and
governance is centralized, distinct features of this
system are centralization and ahighrate of bureaucracy.
The bureaucratic system is closely related to elitism.
Therefore, the creation and execution of public policy
are correlated to the work of the ruling elite.

Open and Closed Society

In modern world the terms open and closed type of
society are actively used. The idea of an open society
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is used rather attractively, as opposed to a closed one.
In an open society, some inequality can also occur, but
individuals have the opportunity to move to a higher
social class, or the opposite. (But it must be said that
according to some scientists and researchers, an open
society is an ideal type that can only exist in theory.)

Open society has flaws and responsibilities too,
for example, some individuals struggle for high social
status, but they may not have the appropriate skills to
achieve it, so they experience disappointment. Those
who have the ability to handle competition, push
other values into the background, for example, reduce
time spent with family, or reject other principles and
values, and after achieving the goal may experience
lower access, so change interests and behaviors after
moving to a higher social class.

In a closed society, a person is given social status
at birth and is not given the opportunity to change,
to have a status. A person is born into a particular
situation and remains in it for the rest of his life,
marriage between sides is prohibited ( The caste
system of India, which was officially abolished by the
Government of India in 1949 and operated for 2500
years).

Nowadays, the concept of an open society is
highly controversial - both intellectually and in
practice. Open society has been displayed as the ideal
type to be achieved in practice, including in countries
such as the United States and Western Europe. The
alarming indicator of the decline of political rights and
civil liberties (2005-2018) was actively considered
as a significant problem at the global level (Fredom
House 2019).

The concept of open society was formulated
by Karl Popper in his work “’Open Society and Its
Enemies.” Popper has been actively talking about
the rise of signs of totalitarianism in the twentieth
century, in this type of society the laws, institutions
and scientific principles remain beyond criticism
because they are given by God and are based on
natural order and universal truth. The idea of an open
society is literally a continuation of the tradition of
liberal philosophy and emphasizes the freedom and
personal emancipation of the individual.

Open society identifies individuality, popular
sovereignty, civil liberties, equal opportunities, and
etc.

In distinction, the term closed society is used
which is based on illiberal visions where individual
citizens are not appreciated.

An open society is described by cultural
openness, religious tolerance and pluralism. From
the socio-economic point of view, open society is
characterized by dynamism and inequality, high

quality of social mobility, high quality of geographical
mobility, individual Possibility of legal development,
low barriers to political participation, high tolerance,
ability to assimilate and open up to technological and
cultural innovations.

A closed type society often becomes a victim of
traditions, this type of society tries not to go beyond
the barriers established by their ancestors in the past.

Technological development since the XIX
century was associated with industrial progress and
innovation, which has contributed to economic assets
and better working circumstances.

Liberal democracy is a universal concept that
strives to disassemble the barriers that exist at the
present stage between different groups in society.

The main disadvantage of an open society is still
its views, according to which the other side is always
wrong, but itself is always right. According to Popper,
a democratic state in itself shows its openness, which
is why democracy is believed to be the best form
of state organization since democracy, like an open
society, is a means of defending freedom.

Popper considered open society as the best form
of public life and did not fully associate it with utopia.
Only in an open society can it be addressed without
violence. Bureaucracy can become a serious problem
in an open society if there are no groups in society that
prevent the spread of bureaucracy. Bureaucracy and
bureaucratic thinking are considered to be the main
opponents of an open society and democracy.

Conclusion:

The political system is a balance between
contending interests, willpower, abilities. A
particular political system is distributed of rights and
responsibilities through the balance of power. Some
scholars believe that those who play these roles are
the political elite, who have the right to command
others.

The characteristics of open and closed type
are widely used to distinguish between political
systems, both in terms of liberal democracy and
dictatorship, autocracy or totalitarian system,but this
is a political system. Its distinguishing patterns are not
a contradiction.

The influence of civil society on the
democratization process of the country and good
governance is unavoidable. Civil society is an essential
part of the political system. A democratic political
system guarantees that the appropriate environment
is better represented for the ideas and interests of its
citizens. A non-democratic environment and the lack
of democratic principles lead to a decrease in the role
of civil society in public administration.

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THE CURRENT INTERNATIONAL SITUATION OF MOLDOVA
Summary

Moldovass relations with the European Union, which began in 1994, are currently based on the Association
Agreement between Moldova and the EU, signed on November 28, 2013 in Vilnius, ratified by the parliaments
of all EU countries and the Parliament of Moldova (July 2, 2014), which entered into force July 1, 2016[1]. The
agreement contributed to the reorientation of foreign trade and the economy of Moldova as a whole towards
the European Union. By 2018, the EU accounted for 70% of all exports and 56% of Moldovays foreign trade.
The EU provides Moldova with significant assistance in the areas of public administration, transport and
communications, the economy and the environment.

Diplomatic relations with the United States, which is the main strategic partner of Moldova, were
established on February 28, 1992. Since then, the United States has provided Moldova with colossal political,
diplomatic and financial support (the latter by now exceeds 1.4 billion dollars), with the help of which only some
Moldovan highways were restored, but it was also possible to continue the reform of agriculture in Moldova.
The United States contributed to increasing the competitiveness of Moldovan goods in European markets. In
the development of democracy and the rule of law, the United States in Moldova seeks to improve the work
of the judiciary, increase the professional level of judges and prosecutors, reduce corruption, strengthen the
fight against international crime, in particular, trafficking in live goods and radioactive substances, information
crimes. reforming the justice system, ensuring the rule of law, improving the situation in the financial and banking
sector. In the field of internal affairs, the cooperation between the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Moldova and the
FBI continued, the representative of which acquainted the Moldovan colleagues with international experience
in combating bribery. The US Embassy in Moldova provided support for improving the functionality of the
Moldovan police, raising the level of professional training of police officers in accordance with European and
international standards, financed the improvement of the laboratories of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the
provision of modern equipment for the Border Police, which allows them to quickly identify violators of the
state border of the country.

Relations between Moldova and Romania date back to the day Moldova declared its independence (August
27, 1991). Romania recognized the independence of Moldova just a few hours after this historical act for our
country. On August 29, 1991, diplomatic relations were established between the countries. In January 1992, the
Romanian embassy was opened in Chisinau, in March 1992, the Moldovan embassy in Bucharest.

Moldovan-Ukrainian diplomatic relations were established on March 10, 1992. More than 220 interstate
agreements were signed. Chief among them is the Treaty of Good Neighborliness, Friendship and Cooperation,
signed in 1992 and entered into force in early 1997.

Russia recognized the independence of Moldova on December 18, 1991. On April 6, 1992, diplomatic
relations were established between Moldova and Russia. In June and October 1992, embassies were opened
- respectively in Chisinau and Moscow. Relations between Moldova and Russia are based on the treaty of
friendship and cooperation between the two countries concluded in 2001 and subsequently extended, which

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IMPORTANCE OF INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION OF CUSTOMS AUTHORITIES ON
THE FIGHT AGAINST ILLEGAL TRAFFICKING OF OBJECTS OF CULTURAL HERITAGE

Summary

Keywords: cultural heritage objects, illegal trafficking, customs authorities, international
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The article deals with the importance of international cooperation of customs authorities in the fight
against illegal trafficking of cultural heritage objects. In this context, a classification of international
treaties is carried out as a legal basis. The article defines the concept and features of customs
cooperation. It is noted that customs cooperation, which is based on the principle of cooperation
of international law, acts as an integral part of international cooperation in the fight against illegal
trafficking of cultural heritage objects. In this sense, customs cooperation is also an integral part of
boundary and international cooperation among law enforcement authorities. The article also presents
an analysis of the trends and forms of customs cooperation. The need to distinguish those forms is
also noted.
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THE GENESIS OF THE ARMENIAN QUESTION

The relocation of the Ottoman Armenians within
the Ottoman Empire in May 1915 is one of the most
studied events of the early 20th century. There are
many reasons why the discussion has been continued
for so long and why it remains of particular interest
today. Perhaps the most important of these is the claim
by some observers and authors that the number of
deaths which occurred during the relocation reached
over one million.[1].

The relocation of some Armenian communities
in 1915 was a war-time military necessity. The
misfortunes suffered by Armenians during those
times are accepted to have been the outcome of war-
time conditions.

Especially in American archives, there is no
shortage of material to convince the unbiased
observer that the relocation of Armenians in 1915
was a temporary, military necessity. The editor of the
«Blue Book», Arnold Toynbee, frequently cited in the
genocide literature, in fact, referred to this decision as
«a legitimate security-measure.|[2]. «

With claims about extermination of Armenians
being in the news at the time, Arthur Tremaine
Chester, an American who spent many years in
Turkey and was the son of the well-known Admiral
Chester (who also had lived in Turkey for years, and
whose writings in the American press had shown him
to be no friend of the Turks), decided to take up his
pen in defense of truth. In one of his articles, «Angora
and the Turks», Chester discusses the relocation of the
Armenians under the subheading, «The Relocation of
the Armenians on Account of Treachery». There, he
says:

«We hear a great deal about the deportation of
Armenians from the North- east of Turkey during the
World War. The facts are that the Turks sent an army
to the Russian border to defend their country against
the threatened Russian invasion. The army consisted
of Turkish subjects of all nationalities, being drafted
just as ours are drafted. At the front, the Armenians
used blank cartridges and deserted in droves. This was

bad enough, but the Armenians were not satisfied with
this form of treachery. The provinces in the rear of
the army had a large Armenian population, and these
people, feeling that there was an excellent chance of
the Russians defeating the Turks, decided to make it
a certainty by rising up in the rear of the army and
cutting it off from its base of supplies. Let me draw
a parallel imaginary case. Suppose that Mexico was
a powerful and rival country with which we were at
war, and suppose that we sent an army to the Mexican
border to hold back the invading enemy; suppose
further that not only the negroes in our army deserted
to the enemy but those left at home organized and cut
off our line of communication. What do you think
we as a people, especially the Southerners, would
do to the negroes? Our negroes have ten times the
excuse for hating the whites that the Armenians have
for their attitude toward the Turks. They have no
representation, although they have an overwhelming
majority in large sections of the South, and have
nothing to say in the making or administration of the
laws under which they are governed. South of the
Mason and Dixon line they are practically a subject
race, while the Armenians in Turkey have not only
full representation but special privileges not accorded
by any other country. «The Turkish Government
ordered the Armenians deported from the districts
they menaced. That they did not have railways and
other means of transportation was not their fault, and
the deportation had to be carried out on foot. That this
was not done in the most humane manner possible is
undoubtedly a fact, and the Turkish Government has
condemned the unnecessary cruelties that occurred;
but I feel confident that if America had been put in
the hypothetical situation above referred to, it would
have stopped that insurrection if it had had to kill
every negro in the South, and would not have gone to
the tedious and laborious defensive act of deportation,
in spite of our extensive means of transportation.»[3].

The relocation decision taken by the Ottoman
Government has to be evaluated calmly yet
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comprehensively, based on the facts, in terms both of
its causes and implementation.

Now, let’s have a look at the process leading to
the relocation. First of all, up until the relocation,
Armenians continued to occupy important posts in
the Ottoman bureaucracy. They became senior civil
servants, governors, general inspectors, diplomats,
ambassadors, and even cabinet members. Being
close to the government also made them the most
sought partners for European businessmen for their
investments in the Ottoman Empire.

An overview of the list of Armenians in the
service of the Ottoman Empire from 1876 to 1915
reveals that there were twenty-nine civilian generals,
twenty-two cabinet members, four senators, five
under-secretaries of state, seven ambassadors, eleven
consul-generals, thirty- three parliament members,
eleven university professors, and numerous directors,
governors, deputy governors, and other high ranking
civil servants.

Just to highlight the importance of the positions
held, the Foreign Secretary of the State in 1912 was
Gabriel Noradounghian, and the Ministers of Finance,
Trade, and Postal Services were all Armenians in the
years preceding World War I. Even Abdulhamid II,
often wrongly depicted as the enemy of the Armenians
in Western historiography, favored Armenians and
promoted them to the highest positions during
his reign. There were 110 high-ranking Armenian
officials among his staff. Just to give few examples,
Artin Dadian Pasha was one of his Ministers at the
Foreign Ministry. Agop Ohannes Kazazyan Efendi
was the Minister in charge of the Imperial Mint.
Sarkis Bali Balian was his favourite architect who
built his palace. Migirdi¢ Sinopyan was the Director
of the Department of Statistics. Michael Pasha was
his Minister for Public Works. In fact, he entrusted
his entire private budget and its management to
Armenians.

Thanks to the privileges granted by the Sultans,
Armenians had become very effective in the cultural
and intellectual life of the Ottoman Empire. They freely
published books, papers and national bibliographies.
The Armenian press in particular was very vivid and
productive. According to some estimates, 64% of the
Armenian newspapers in the world was published
within the Ottoman Empire. Moreover, it is believed
that Armenians played a principal part in the birth of
contemporary Turkish theater and the first modern
theater was also brought to Istanbul by the Armenians
in 1868.

In brief, the widely held view that Armenians
were victims of Turkish injustice and that they
were harshly treated as second-class citizens within
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the Ottoman system must be questioned. Firstly
because, there was no such concept of ‘minority’ in
the Ottoman Empire, in the sense we understand it
today. In the Ottoman Empire, if there were first class
citizens, they would be the ones in the ruling circles
regardless of their ethnic, or religious or linguistic
origins. And Armenians would be among them. As a
matter of fact, C. Oskanyan noted that «Armenians
were the basic part of Turkish daily life because the
Turks left all branches of industry to Armenians.
Sentimental similarities between the Turks and the
Armenians formed a unity based on trust [4]».
Indeed, in general, there was no comparison
between material position of the Armenians and any
ordinary Muslim. They dominated Ottoman trade
and commerce as intermediaries of the European
merchants. Their traditions and life styles were not
any different from the Turks. Helmuth von Moltke,
who was in Turkey from 1835 to 1839, named them
the «Christian Turks». He further noted that the
Armenians adopted Turkish customs and even the
Turkish language, although the Rums preserved their
own characteristics. When Moltke stayed as a guest in
the house of Mardiraki Sebastiani, a rich Armenian,
he also observed that “Armenian women cannot be
differentiated from Turkish women, because they
wore a dress covering everything except part of their
nose and eyes in public”....The Armenian cuisine
was practically identical to the Turkish cuisine”.[5]
Kazim Karabekir Pasha also describes his Armenian
neighbours as being almost identical to Turks:
dressing, eating, and behaving like Turks.[6].

What upset the balance among the various
subjects of the Ottoman Sultan was the European
intervention and European-style nationalism. First of
all, European Powers unilaterally declared themselves
‘protectors’ of their religious cohorts in the Empire.
The Russians pretended as the protector of the Eastern
Orthodox, the French of the Catholics, and the British
of the Jews and the Protestants.

Through the endeavors of the Great Powers in
the first half of the nineteenth century, the Armenian
community was compartmentalized. In addition
to their geographical dispersion, they were also
separated through newly formed religious identities.
They became Gregorian, Catholic and Protestant
Armenians, who fell under different Great Power
influence. Divided by religious difference, they
increasingly looked to nationalism as a cohesive force.
Moreover, missionary activities further widened
the gap between the Armenians and their Muslim
neighbors, in that they contributed enormously to
the radicalization of the Armenian youth. Increasing
number of Armenians immigrated to the United States
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for education and work, with the help and guidance
of the Protestant missionaries. Thus Ottoman
Armenians gradually viewed themselves as superior
in every sense in comparison to the other religious
communities within the Empire, especially against
their Muslim rulers.

Why The Armenians Had To Be Moved

To transfer a great mass of people many hundreds
of kilometers away from where they live poses many
challenges. It is not a project to be undertaken lightly
at any time, and it presents particular difficulty during
time of war. That is why the Ottoman Government at
the time must have had legitimate and just cause for
taking the Armenians from the war zone and sending
them elsewhere within the Empire. Investigation
shows that there were indeed many reasons, complex
and interconnected, which made the forced migration
necessary. The Armenian community was seen by
the enemies of Turkey as a means of destabilizing
the state, disrupting the war effort, and even as a
military force to be deployed behind the front lines.
Starting long before the First World War, Great
Powers encouraged amongst this ancient community
separatist aspirations which they did not tolerate
amongst their own minorities at home.

At the conclusion of the Russo-Ottoman War of
1877-1878, the Ottoman Empire signed with Russia
the Treaty of San Stefano. In the sixteenth Article the
Ottoman Empire «was obliged to introduce reforms to
the areas where the Armenians constituted a majority»,
despite the fact that in no Ottoman province did the
Armenians constitute any sort of majority. In any case,
this article introduced official Russian interference
into Ottoman domestic affairs and constituted the
first step towards bringing about the autonomy of the
areas in the East where majority of the Armenians had
lived. This article, however, also disturbed Britain and
France, though for very different reasons.

Britain could see that Russia had chosen Armenian
guardianship as a way of gaining access to warm
waters through the mechanism of an autonomous
Armenia, and this sea access would offer Russia the
prospect of becoming master of the India trade route.
In order to exert pressure on Russia, Britain, with
French support, announced that it would not recognize
the San Stefano Treaty and prompted Russia and the
Ottoman Empire to agree to a new treaty by the same
name at a meeting in Berlin in 1878. In this new
treaty, Britain succeeded in replacing Article 16 of the
San Stefano Treaty with what became Article 61. In
its new form, the process of reform implementation
would involve not only Russia, but western powers as

well, if not as parties, then as having observer status.

A further condition of the Article was that reforms
be implemented without delay, according to the needs
of the Armenians in the provinces where they were
to be found. The Ottoman Government would have
to inform signatory states about measures taken
toward the realization of these reforms. In addition,
these states would supervise the implementation of
the measures and reforms introduced. Indeed, it was
as if the western powers had calculated that such
improvements would bring about nationalist tensions
amongst people in these regions, most of whom were
not Armenian, and that conflicts might be stimulated
between them. For example, Article 61 clearly states
that «with the measures to be taken, the Sublime Porte
ensures the Armenians’ feeling of peace and security
against Circassians and Kurds....»[7].

The Armenian Patriarchate considered that these
decisions constituted a gold mine, paving the way
for an independent Armenian state. It was, in fact,
precisely so. The European states, Britain especially,
were beginning to manipulate the Berlin Treaty’s
Article 61, using it as a vehicle for intervention against
the Ottomans. Furthermore, Britain was putting
pressure on the Ottoman Government, through the
1878 reforms, for other plans it was preparing. There
is no doubt that the reform plans of England envisaged
more or less the creation of an autonomous «Ottoman
Armeniay.

At the same time, Britain’s «Armenian reformy,
which had previously entangled Austria and Germany,
later aroused the suspicions of Russia, the chief
player in this matter. Russia, which had not taken
kindly to Britain’s appropriation of the Armenian
Question, consequently withdrew most of its support
for the Armenian community in the Ottoman Empire.
Undoubtedly, a factor in this decision was Russia’s
annexation of new territories in southern Caucasia
during Russo-Ottoman War of 1877-1878. After the
Treaty of Berlin, Russia did not deem it necessary
politically to give the Armenians support and turned
its attention to Central Asia. In conformity with this
policy shift, Russia had to pursue peaceful relations
with the Ottoman Empire.

Furthermore, as a result of Britain most
prominently taking the lead in exerting pressure on
the Ottoman Government, the Ottomans’ eastern
Anatolian reforms would have had a negative effect
on the neighbouring Russian Armenians. Perhaps as
a precaution, the Russian Governor of the Caucasus
closed down five hundred Armenian Church schools
in 1885. The schools were reopened a short while
later, but in 1896 they were again closed and secular
schools controlled by the Russian Education Ministry
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were instituted in their place. The Armenians
boycotted these schools, which had been financed
through the requisition of a portion of their Church
property, and continued on with their Church-based
education in secret.

For all these reasons, Russia’s relations with the
Armenians remained an open question for another ten
to fifteen years. Despite the spread of the Armenian
Revolutionary Federation (ARF) (1890) into the
Russian territory and declarations of mutual affection,
the chill continued. In order to continue to have good
relations with the Ottomans, Russia still regarded
Armenian militias as «separatists» and «untrustworthy
elementsy. This situation did not change until the
beginning of 1902, when the honeymoon between the
Ottoman and Russian empires came to an end because
of the Bulgarian secessionism which was supported
by Russia. After 1905, with Dashnak now split into
two groups, and the subsequent need to address this
imbalance if Russia went to war with the Ottoman
Empire, Russia again began to move toward giving
support to Ottoman Armenians.

Britain, meanwhile, in response to this policy
by Russia, and in order to defend the security of its
India trade route and to stop Russia or France from
seizing its African colonies, Egypt most prominently,
continued with its standard aims. It expanded
Protestant solidarity by stirring the already active
American and English Protestant missionaries in
the region into further action. Abusing the Ottoman
guarantee of freedom of religion, they opened
thousands of schools and other charitable institutions
in the Ottoman Empire, thus taking with them even
more Armenian children. An American journalist,
Clair Price, who came to Turkey in 1922, reveals how
the missionaries approached the Armenians:

«Due to the existence of the politico-religious
community system, American missionary work in
Turkey has taken a direction which its founders could
hardly have foreseen. Very early in their work, the
missionaries discovered that Moslems will not change
their faith and, debarred from work among Moslems,
devoted themselves to work among the Christian
communities, particularly the Gregorian Armenian
community. Here they found a ready response, but
a response which sprang from motives of a partially
political rather than an exclusively religious nature.
For the missionaries, in the minds of the Armenians,
were foreigners who represented a power even
greater than the Sultan himself, and who enjoyed the
diplomatic status conferred by the capitulations.»[8].

Thus, the missionaries who came to Turkey to
spread Christianity among the Muslims, ostensibly
with only a religious aim, actually constituted a
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fully political-religious formation active among
Armenians. In the end, the missionaries typically
acted by joining with the Armenians, who were
aiming politically at a Bulgarian- style secession for
Ottoman Armenia. Furthermore, whether knowingly
or not, the missionaries were steadily diminishing the
tolerant Ottoman religious environment in which they
were working.

Now, let’s look at very briefly how Armenians
reacted to the post-Berlin developments in the Near
East. In the immeadiate aftermath of the Berlin
Treaty, Armenians formed various revolutionary
organizations: the Black Cross (1878), the
Protectors of the Fatherland (Pashtpan Haireniats)
(1881), the Armenian Revolutionary Party (1885),
the Hunchakian Revolutionary Party (1887), and
the ARF (1890). Various groups were launching
intimidating attacks against their own co-religionists
in order to coerce them into joining the organizations,
and they had begun to carry out massacres of the
Muslim populations in order to wreck any chances
of Armenian-Turkish rapprochement. The Erzurum
uprising and the events at Kumkapi, in 1890, as well
as the first Sason uprisings in 1894, were the first
successful actions carried out toward the achievements
of their aims.

From 1895 onward, the uprisings spread across a
wider area and increased in number. The uprisings in
Merzifon, Kayseri, Yozgat and Samsun between 1892
and 1894 were small-scale uprisings aimed at testing
out the patience of the Kurds and other Muslims in the
region, as well as the reaction of the Ottomans. Foreign
intervention in all of these disorders encouraged the
Armenians to organize even larger revolts. In 1895,
Armenians carried out an uprising in Maras; and there
was the Babiali demonstration of September 18, 1895,
which was organized by the Hunchaks, supposedly
in revenge of killings of Armenians in Sasson. The
pardoning of those responsible encouraged and led
to the first large, serious Armenian uprising in Van
in 1896. This revolt drew the attention of the Great
Powers and western public opinion to the Ottoman
Armenians and sowed the seeds of mutual hatred
between Muslims and Christians.

Following the Van uprising, attacks among the
peoples increased. The uprising, because it incited
hatred between Turks and Armenians and had become
a pretext for Great Powers to put pressure on the
Ottomans, further encouraged the terror organizations.
The Hunchakian and Dashnak groups did not hesitate
to direct this increased public support into further
action. One such action was the raid carried out on
the Ottoman Bank on August 26, 1896, which was
undoubtedly planned with the aim of increasing
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outside pressure, and it achieved this aim fairly well.
In these uprisings around the middle of the 1890s,
around 15,000 Armenians lost their lives. However,
missionaries and news agencies announced a number
as high as 200,000- 300,000, thus kindling western
public hatred for the Muslim Turks and sympathy
for the Armenians. The Van uprising in particular,
which was portrayed as having been a massacre of
Armenians, brought about outside intervention and
propelled the Armenians fully to the point of revolt.
The Hunchakian, in particular, with its slogan of full
independence, became especially emboldened. In
1893, the Haik newspaper, published in Armenian in
New York, declared the following, which represented
the traditional aims of the Hunchakian: «... if it is
necessary to save half of our people, we must be
prepared to lose the other half». Also, on page 288 of
the same newspaper, the following is stated:

«Experiences have shown that the political
reconstruction of the nation through diplomatic action
is impossible. Positive and energetic means are needed
in order to bring about diplomatic intervention. These
means are fire and sword, which call for soldiers and
money.»[9].

The volunteer units which the Hunchakians
had formed in order to achieve this aim through
armed revolt became active in Caucasus, Europe,
USA, as well as in eastern Anatolia. The units were
termed «detachment of troops», and with them
the Hunchakians conducted a series of sweeping
operations in order to draw the Armenian people to
their side. They assassinated some leading Armenian
figures in order to draw lines and to give clear message
to the Armenian people that they would tolerate no
opposition to their cause. An example of such an action
is the killing of the Mayor of Van, Kapamaciyan, who
had remained faithful to the Ottoman government and
who had blamed the Armenian organizations for the
uprisings; Kapamaciyan was killed on December 10,
1912 by terrorists as aresult ofhis stance. Furthermore,
aiming to break the dialogue between Muslims and
Armenians, the Detachment groups launched attacks
on Armenian villages wearing Muslim attire.

It was these uprisings which eventually required
the strong solution of forcible population movement,
in the context of a state under attack from the greatest
powers of the time. Terrorist attacks intensified
during period when there was mobilization for war.
Russia, which by means of its spies had increased
its activities in the area from the beginning of 1913,
instigated Armenian disloyalty to the Ottoman State.
In particular, Dashnak members who were caught
in Trabzon, Van and Erzurum spying for Russia,
confessed that their aim had been to create a security

problem there.

As a result of Armenian terrorism and rebellions
and Ottoman attempts at suppressing them, and Great
Power involvement again, the Armenian question for
the Ottoman Empire reached a new level on February
8, 1914. This is the date when the Ottoman Empire
was forced to approve the «Reform Plan» under
pressure from the Great Powers. This treaty, signed by
Grand Vizier and Foreign Minister Prince Said Halim
Pasha and the Russian Chargé d’Affaires in Istanbul
Constantin Gulkevich, and which is also known as the
Yenikoy Treaty, and which was communicated to the
Great Powers by means of diplomatic notes, gave the
Armenians what in fact amounted to independence.

When examining the details of the Reform
Plan, it becomes plainly evident that the vilayets in
which Armenians were concentrated, namely Bitlis,
Diyarbakir, Erzurum, Harput, Sivas, Trabzon and
Van, had been effectively removed from Ottoman
sovereignty. This is because, according to the treaty’s
first paragraph, the administration of these provinces
was to be placed under two foreign inspector-generals.
These inspectors were to serve for a five-year period,
and were to take up judicial and administrative matters,
police and gendarme in the relevant regions. At a time
of their choosing, military units could be placed under
their orders. They would have the authority to remove
and punish civil servants, and could bring about an
appointment of sorts of ranked bureaucrats. In short,
these inspectors had been entrusted with functions that
involved high levels of authority in justice, security
and general administration of the said regions.

Russia had again come to presenting itself
internationally as the defender of the Armenians.
Furthermore, although Russia may not have been
sincere, it began propagandizing that it was planning
the establishment of an independent Armenian state.
Indeed, Russia was even preparing to establish an
army for an independent Armenia. This was proven
especially by the large volunteer units established by
the Russians, which were comprised of Armenians,
four in 1914 and five in 1915. Being made up
exclusively of Armenians, it was clear on whose side
of the war they stood. At any rate, these units were
made up of Ottoman Armenians, some of whom were
army deserters and also included noted public figures.
The Armenian commander of one of these units was a
former member of the Ottoman parliament. A security
problem between Turks and Armenians had thus
emerged.

Parallel with this lack of mutual trust, according
to all interpretations, those most prominent in the
CUP, then in power, were viewing the Treaty as
the first step toward Armenian independence and
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secession from the Ottoman Empire. There was no
other support for the agreement, other than from Said
Halim Pasha himself and for this reason, its details
were not revealed publicly. The Ottoman Government,
therefore, considered measures to make it impossible
for the treaty to be implemented. This was how the
Armenian organizations also chose to recognize the

they were preparing to become a «fifth column» in
Russian East Anatolia. That was the situation when
the First World War broke out and Armenians in the
war zones saw this as the historic moment to enter
into cooperation with the Russians. That was why
Armenians eventually had to be distanced from those

KINGDOM OF COLCHIS — THE FIRST GEORGIAN STATE

Summary

The first state formations on the territory of Georgia started to rise at least from the end of the 2nd
Millennia BC. The oldest Assyrian cuneiform inscriptions about Daiaeni (Diaukhi of Urartian sources) and
Kilkhi (Kulkha) give us information about the state system in Southern and South-Western Georgia. The
scholars have more and more certainty regarding the strong organization of those political formations. The
Urartian cuneiform inscription of the 8th c. BC and the Greek mythological tradition make it especially true
regarding Kulkha-Kolkha kingdom. Around 7th-6th cc. BC the Ancient Greek written sources confirm the
existence of the state formation in Western Georgia. It is known as Colchis. Xenophon’s “Country of Pasians,”
where the “descendant of Aeetes,” the legendary king of Colchians, is also identified with Colchis. According
to Cyril Toumanoft, Colchis was the “first Caucasian State to have achieved the coalescence of the newcomer
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and the autochthon” and it could be “justly regarded as not a proto-Georgian, but a Georgian (West-Georgian)
kingdom...”.

There is no consensus among the scholars regarding the extent of the statehood in Colchis. Most of
them (Simon Janashia, Otar Lordkipanidze, Teimuraz Mikeladze, Meri Inadze, Nodar Lomouri, Guram
Lordkipanidze, etc.) do not doubt that Colchis was highly established state formation with a king as a ruler.
The Russian scholars (Anna Boltunova-Amiranashvili, Yuri Voronov, Viktor Schnirelmann, Valery Yaylenko)
oppose this view and refute the existence of a state in Colchis even in the 6th-2nd cc. BC. At the same time,
there is no unanimity among the Georgian historians too. Nikoloz Berdzenishvili had expressed some kind of
scepticism in the state organization of Colchis. As for Guram Koranashvili, he fervently opposes any kind of
statehood in Colchis.

It is not correct to hyperbolize the Colchian statehood, but denial of any kind of statehood in Colchis is
senseless. It is impossible to ignore the fact that the Classical written sources, for nearly five centuries, are
mentioning only Colchis at the Eastern Black Sea shore in a vast region from Trapezous (Trebizond) to the
north of Dioskurias and Pitius. Byzantine sources consider the kingdom of Lazika as a direct successor to the
Ancient Colchis. Such a continuous unity could only be based on the political hegemony of the Colchians, “the
leading... ethnical element” of this state formation, according to S. Janashia. It is impossible to imagine that the
“the unity of the Colchian universe... throughout the whole Colchis” could be maintained by “tribal union” or
military democracy. The Colchian political hegemony definitely would need a more sophisticated state system
even if it were imperfect.

The above-said does not mean that the 6th-2nd cc. BC Colchis was a centralized state. It is highly probably
that it was not able to become “a Great Nation” and full-fledged national state. The scarce information regarding
the Colchian kings proves this. There are few exceptions. First of all, it is Akes, whose coins are found inside
the borders of Historical Colchis, namely in Trapezund (1865) and in village Kinchkha of Khoni municipality
(1946). Scholars think that the geography of coins proves that the inscription on the coin — BAXIAEQX AKOY
— belongs to the king of Colchis, who reigned after 195 BC.

There is also known Saulaces, “descendant of Aeetes.” According to Pliny the Elder, he “reigned in
Colchis” and “is said to have come on a tract of virgin soil in the country of the Suani and elsewhere and to have
dug up from it a great quantity of gold and silver, his realm being moreover famous for golden fleeces.” The
numismatic material supports Pliny’s note. There are coins minted by Saulaces, who, according to number of
scholars, is supposed to be the Colchian king mentioned by Pliny. Although, some scholars read the inscription
as Saumakos and presume that the coins were minted by the king of Bosphorus, but the recent finding of
similar coin in Crimea (2006) with clearly eligible word XAYAAKOY leaves no doubt that those coins belong
to Saulaces, the king of Colchis.

Those are all the notes given in the Classical sources regarding the Colchian kings. The fact that we do not
have the local Colchian narrative sources (even in Greek) strengthens the argument about the imperfection of
the Colchian statehood. Meanwhile, the Eastern-Georgian state of Kartli-Iberia has such historical narration.
According to it, there was no separate state in Western Georgia, and the historical Colchis/Egrisi was part of
the state structure of Kartli.

Nevertheless, it is impossible to ignore the fact that there definitely was a unified state organism in Colchis
in the 6th-2nd cc., the so-called political Colchis of N. Berdzenishvili. Both Greek and Georgian historical
traditions correlate regarding the borders of the Colchis. According to the Greek authors, the vast territory
populated by the Colchians was beginning near Trapezous in the south and ending at the Caucasus range in the
North. As for the Georgian sources, they put the extreme north-western border of Egrisi at the “river of Little
Khazaria in the north, which is the Caucasus mountain border”. The Ancient Greek and Medieval Georgian
sources are strengthened by the already mentioned 5th ¢. “Periplus” of the anonymous author and mentioning
of “Old Lazika” nearby the “river called Tofsida”, at the mouth of the present-day r. Negopsukho north-west
to Tuapse.

THE CRIME OF ARMENIAN FASCISM AGAINST THE AZERBAIJANI PEOPLE BASED
ON HISTORICAL FACTS

The history of the crimes committed by Armenian
fascism and its patrons against the Azerbaijani people
covers a period of more than 200 years. Beginning
in the 16th century, new centralized states emerged
in Europe and its east, waging colonial wars to gain
new territories. The South Caucasus, especially
Azerbaijan, played an important role in the military-
political occupation plans of the Russian Empire,
which collapsed in the first half of the 18th century.
In order to implement this plan of occupation, the
military-political circles of the Russian Empire
preferred to use the Armenians as a tool of death. At
the beginning of the 19th and 20th centuries, Tsarist
Russia relocated more than 1.3 million Armenians
from Gajar Iran and the Ottoman Empire to the
South Caucasus. In 1905-1906, Tsarist Russia, in
1918-1920, Soviet Russia, France, the United States
and Great Britain, in 1920-1991, the USSR, and in
1992-2020, along with the Western powers, Russia’s
aggressive military political circles used Armenians
as a tool of death to carry out their vicious plans. The
Patriotic War started by the Azerbaijani people for
the liberation of Karabakh on September 27, 2020,
along with the destruction of Armenian fascism, also
thwarted the aggressive plans of its patrons.

One of the most important directions in the foreign
policy of Peter I, who turned Tsarist Russia into an
empire in the first half of the 18th century, was to seize
the territories of Ottoman Turkey and the Caucasus.
In fact, the policy of occupation of the modern state
of the Russian Federation was founded in the 16th
century by Ivan Grozny, the head of the Russian state
of Moscow, and ended with the conquest of Kazan
in 1552, Astrakhan in 1556 and Crimea in 1793. To
solve these problems, the Russian Empire needed a
military-political force-outpost in these territories, as
the representatives of the ruling circles of the tsarist,
Soviet and modern Russian Federation said. This
role could be played by the Christian population of
Ottoman Turkey and the South Caucasus. However,
it should be noted that as early as in the first half of
the 18th century, Armenians living in the territories of
the Azerbaijani Safavi state and Ottoman Turks and
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not the indigenous population of the South Caucasus
(autochthon — J.B.) had high hopes for the Christian
states of Europe to get rid of their “oppressors”.
For this purpose, a special meeting of the Armenian
Gregorian Church and Armenian merchants was
held in 1678 in Julfa, built for Armenians by Shah
Abbas | near Isfahan, the third capital of the Safavi
state of Azerbaijan, and a seven-member delegation
led by the Catholicos was sent to Europe. The main
goal of this delegation was to find a way to liberate
the Armenians from the rule of the Safavi state of
Azerbaijan with the help of Christian states in Europe.
Unable to achieve any political results in Europe, the
Armenians, on the advice of the Austro-Hungarian
emperor, appealed to Russian Tsar Peter I and were
met with great satisfaction. In a letter to Peter I,
the Austro-Hungarian monarch Johann-Wilhelm
I explained the main purpose of the Armenians as
follow: “The Armenians sent to me a prince named
Uri from the Beros dynasty and Vartapet Minas. Their
main goal is to liberate Armenia (a small area in the
territory of Ottoman Turkey around the upper reaches
of the Euphrates and Tigris rivers — J.B.) from the
oppression of Iran (Azerbaijani Safavi state — J.B.).
If you show your imperial will and allow us to pass
through the territory of your empire with our army to
save Armenia, then we are ready to accept the proposal
of the Armenian representatives”. In addition,
the letter requested that the head of the Armenian
delegation, Israel Uri, be received and heard by the
tsar. On June 30, 1701, Peter I received the Armenian
delegation and after getting acquainted with all the
details of the proposed military project, sent one of
his Armenian officials to study the South Caucasus.
After listening to the information of his envoy,
he rejected the proposal of the Austro-Hungarian
emperor and assumes that a very favorable military-
political situation has arisen for Tsarist Russia. Peter
I, who had been waiting for such an opportunity for a
long time, spent 21 years preparing military-strategic
plans for the occupation of the Caucasus. The essence
of these plans was to capture the whole Azerbaijan,
covering most of the South Caucasus and the north
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of the modern Islamic Republic of Iran, to resettle
Armenians from Ottoman Turkey and present-day
Iran and to create a so-called Armenian outpost on
the shores of the Caspian Sea, which would allow the
Russian Empire to access to Central Asia, the Middle
East and the Indian Ocean. [23, 25-30]. It is known
that the death of Peter I prevented the implementation
of these plans at that time, but his decree in October
1724 on the resettlement of Armenians in the future
occupied territories of Azerbaijan played an important
role. After that, these occupation plans of Azerbaijan
territories were implemented in accordance with
the agreements between Tsarist Russia and Gajar
Iran signed on October 12, 1813 in Gulistan and
on February 10, 1828 in Turkmenchay. According
to Article 15 of the Turkmenchay Treaty, the mass
resettlement of Armenians from the territories of Gajar
Iran and Ottoman Turkey to the territories of Northern
Azerbaijan occupied by the Russian Empire began. It
should be noted that one of the main initiators of the
inclusion of this article in the Turkmenchay Treaty
was Ambassador A.Griboyedov. During the Second
Tsarist Russia-Gajar Iran war of 1826-1828, the
population of the Iravan khanate was led by Hussein
Qulu khan Gajar, his brother Hassan khan Gajar and
his grandson Fatali khan Gajar heroically repulsed
the attacks of the Tsarist Russia’s army on the city of
Iravan on April 27, 1827 — June 23 and September
24 — On October 1, 1827 and the attacks on the
Sardarabad fortress on April 16-17 and September 14-
20 of the same year, and successfully defended it four
times. However, General Paskevich, who besieged the
Iravan fortress using the command of the occupying
army, was able to obtain the most accurate information
about the fortress from the very small number of
Armenians who once settled there. The betrayal of the
Armenians resulted in the occupation of the Iravan
fortress and, ultimately, the entire khanate territory by
the Russian imperial army. For this “heroism”, by the
decrees of Tsar Nicholas I, General 1.F.Paskevich was
awarded the title of count, the Order of St. George
of the II degree and 1 million rubles. He was also
awarded the title of “Erivanski” for the occupation of
the city of Iravan by him. Tsarist Russia’s goal was
to make Iravan the capital of the Armenian state to
be established in the occupied territories of Northern
Azerbaijan. A.Griboyedov, who preferred the state
interests of the Russian Empire, wanted to help the
“oppressed” Armenian people. During the second
Tsarist Russia-Gajar Iran war in 1826-1828, 18.000
Armenian families were relocated to the territories
of the Iravan, Nakhchivan and Karabakh khanates
of Northern Azerbaijan. During 1828-1830, 40.000
Armenians were resettled to the South Caucasus from
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Iran and 85.000 from Turkey, and they were settled in
the best lands of Elizavetpol (1868) (formerly lands of
Ganja and Karabakh khanates until January 1804) and
Iravan (1849) provinces. More than 200.000 dessiatina
(measure of land = 10,900 sq. meters or 2.7 acres)
of treasury lands were allocated for them. On March
21, 1828, by the decree of Nicholas I, the so-called
“Armenian Province” was established for Armenians
in the territories of the Iravan and Nakhchivan
khanates [14, 398-405]. Beginning from the 1930s,
the Russian Empire’s campaign for the resettlement
of Christian peoples to the South Caucasus gradually
became more consistent and purposeful. Towards the
end of the century, the tsarist government had begun
drafting legislation on resettlement. On April 15, 1899,
Nicholas Il issued a law on “permission to resettlement
in the Caucasus”. A new law, promulgated on
December 22, 1900, allowed the chief on civil affairs
in the Caucasus to place the requests of “villages of
Russian origin and of Orthodox faith” in the treasury
lands only after initial consideration. Implementing
this tsarist order, the local authorities began to
determine the areas of resettlement in March 1901. In
July 1904, the tsarist government issued a new law:
“Temporary Rules for the Voluntary Resettlement of
Villagers and Petty Bourgeois Peasants”, which at the
discretion of the Ministry of the Interior Affairs, the
Military Department, and the Chief of Civil Affairs
in the Caucasus, only Russian-born, Orthodox locals
or persons belonging to separatist religious sects
were allowed to move to the Muslim outskirts of the
empire, including the South Caucasus.

This purposeful policy pursued by the tsarist
government lasted throughout the 19th century and
as a result the number of Armenians resettled in the
territories of Northern Azerbaijan, as the tsarist official
and publicist N.Shavrov wrote in 1911: 1 million out
of 1.300.000 Armenians were not locals, they were
relocated by us” [33, 63]. At the beginning of the 20th
century, I.I. Vorontsov-Dashkov, their Caucasus patron
in the South Caucasus, wrote a letter to Tsar Nicholas
IT on October 12, 1912: [20, 209]. ““We have gained a
reliable ally by always patronizing the Armenians who
have rendered us great services” [20, 209]. Ismayil
khan Ziyadkhanov, deputy of the I State Duma elected
from Elisavetpol (Ganja — J.B.) province, at the 25th
meeting of the first session of the first convocation
held on June 12, 1906 during the discussion of the
inquiry to the Chairman of the Council of Ministers
on measures to ensure the security of the population
appreciated the clashes between Tatars (Azerbaijanis
— J.B.) and Armenians in Iravan on May 27, 1906
so: “They told us Muslims: You are economically
enslaved by the Armenians, they are strongly armed
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to create their own tsardom, and one day you will
see that you don’t exist anymore. Armenians were
told that the idea of pan-Islamism was deeply rooted
in all sections of Muslim society, and that one day
Muslims would cut you to pieces. This was the way of
provocation” [16, 145]. Despite the fact that 106 years
have passed since [.Ziyadkhanov’s speech in the State
Duma, analyzing the events from 1988 to the present,
one can see how far-sighted and wise 1.Ziyadkhanov
was. By the way, it is very necessary to mention
an important issue here. Thus, the policy of Tsarist
Russia to incite national conflicts in the colonies,
especially in the South Caucasus, was of great concern
to prominent intellectuals of the Azerbaijani people.
Therefore, at the Congress of Muslims of the South
Caucasus, North Caucasus and Crimea in March 1907
in Ganja (formerly Elisavetpol — J.B.), they made a
decision in response to the Armenian terrorist and
political organizations in Karabakh provoked by
the tsarism to national confrontation. The decision
provided for the implementation of the following
measures: — The activities of the organization “Difai”
should be organized there; — With the help of Baku
entrepreneurs H.Z.Tagiyev and A.Sh.Asadullayev, the
property of Prince Uchmiyev near Aghdam should be
purchased and only Muslims should be placed there;
— Azerbaijanis must be assigned as a task to live in
Shusha; — Let Karabakh become a Muslim province.
By the decision of the congress, a branch of the
“Difai” organization “Karabakh Union Assembly”
was established in Karabakh. The main committee of
the Assembly was located in Shusha. The chairman
of the organization was Kerim bey Mehmandarov.
His organization had a fighting force of 400 men.
The program of 53 articles adopted by the “Karabakh
Union Assembly” in 1907 identified the protection of
the national interests of the Azerbaijani population as
the main task [16, 121].

The Provisional Government, formed after the
collapse of the Russian Empire in February 1917,
decided on March 3 of that year to establish a special
committee for the management of the South Caucasus
— OZAKOM. On October 26, 1917, a military coup
by the Bolsheviks in Russia took power in Petrograd.
Although the state independence of Poland, Finland
and the Baltic states was recognized according to the
documents signed by the chairman of the Soviet of
Peoples Commissars of the Russia SSR V.I.Lenin,
the state independence of the Azerbaijan Democratic
Republic was not recognized among the countries
of the South Caucasus. The main reason was not
to lose Baku oil. Therefore, the Bolsheviks, who
seized power by force, gave a tougher character to
the tsarist policy against Northern Azerbaijan and

preferred to use communist Armenians of Dashnak
trait. On December 16, 1917, by order of V.I.Lenin,
the chairman of the Soviet of Peoples Commissars
of RSFSR, S.G.Shaumyan was appointed the
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary Commissioner of
the Caucasus, and he was allocated 500.000 rubles
in gold to organize his activities here. Arriving in the
South Caucasus, S.G.Shaumyan joined forces with all
anti-Azerbaijani political forces in Baku and seized
power. On February 13, 1918, the RSFSR Central
Committee adopted a new resolution to strengthen
the Bolshevik-Dashnak government here. According
to this decision, 31.8 mlin. rubles of gold money,
5 thousand rifles, 2 mln. cartridges, 35 machine
guns, 2 airplanes, 2 armored vehicles and combat
detachments, including the 4th mobile revolutionary
detachment of the Moscow Military District was
sent to the disposition of S.G.Shaumyan [24, 199-
200]. As a result, in 1918, the most serious crime of
genocide against the Azerbaijani population living in
and around Baku was committed, and at least 12.000
Azerbaijanis were killed. From March 1918 to August
1, 1921, more than 700.000 Azerbaijanis became
victims of genocide in all the territories of South and
North Azerbaijan. S.G.Shaumyan wrote the reason
for these crimes in a letter to V.I.Lenin, the chairman
of the Soviet of Peoples Commissars of RSFSR, on
April 13, 1918: “If they won, Baku would be declared
the capital of Azerbaijan and all non-Muslim elements
would be disarmed and destroyed”. S.G.Shaumyan’s
use of Dashnaks, who fought against Ottoman Turkey
during World War I and returned from the Caucasus
Front under the Erzinjan Treaty on October 5, 1917,
to commit genocide against Azerbaijanis and, most
importantly, to seize power in Baku, was met with
great satisfaction by V.I.Lenin. Saak Ter-Gabrielyan,
appointed by S.G.Shaumyan as the chairman of the
Baku Oil Committee, came to Astrakhan and then
to Moscow with 7 oil-filled ships and met with
V.I.Lenin. During this meeting, V.I.Lenin expressed
his admiration for the scale of crimes committed by
S.G.Shaumyan and said that he was ready to provide
both moral and material assistance to the Baku
proletariat. Beginning from March 1918, the leader of
Soviet Russia, V.I.Lenin , paid special attention to the
seizure of Baku oil in order to win the growing civil
war in Russia and revive the economy of the country
that collapsed in the course of World War I. Therefore,
the decision of the RSFSR SSR from May 22, 1918
attracts attention in this regard. The resolution stated
that “...The maximum amount of oil should be
provided first and foremost and unconditionally” [8,
73]. In a telegram to Saak Ter-Gabrielyan on June 5,
1918, V.I.Lenin allocated an additional 50 million to
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S.G.Shaumyan’s disposition and instructed him to
“put oil in the first place”. However, in early June
1918, the leader of Soviet Russia, V.I.Lenin, who saw
the collapse of the Bolshevik-Dashnak government,
wrote in a telegram to the Baku Soviet: “If there is
an attack, if it possible, you should inform Ter (i.e.,
Ter-Gabrielyan — J.B.) to take measures to completely
burn Baku and announce it in the Baku press” [28].
Later, in connection with this instruction of the head
of the Bolsheviks, prof. E.Razin wrote: “One can
imagine what misfortunes the burning of the city on
the oilfields could have caused for the local population
if this instruction of V.I.Lenin had been carried out.
Only a criminal who has lost his sense of humanity
could order to burn Baku oil fields”. On May 26,
1918, after Georgia decided to leave the South
Caucasus Seim, on May 28, deputies elected from the
North Azerbaijan provinces adopted the Declaration
of Independence of Azerbaijan. It is interesting that
the Armenians were waiting for the areas where
the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic would be
declared. They appealed to the National Council of
Azerbaijan, noting that Alexandropol (Gyumri —J.B.)
was occupied by the Ottoman Turkish army and
offered to discuss the issue of territories that could be
compromised to the Armenians as a political center.
After the discussions, the members of the National
Council acknowledged that the concession of Iravan
to the Armenians was an inevitable necessity and
an inevitable tragedy for the people of Azerbaijan.
From this viewpoint, the letter sent by Fatali khan
Khoyski, the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the
People’s Republic of Azerbaijan on May 29, 1918
in connection with his response to the letter of the
Prime Minister of Armenia is very interesting. Fatali
khan Khoyski wrote in his letter: “We have finished
all the disputes with the Armenians and they will
accept our ultimatum and the war will end. We made
concession of Iravan to the Armenians” [17, 130].
However, the extremely careful study and scientific
analysis of archival documents on this issue confirms
the fact that the fateful decision was accompanied by
a violation of all principles of international law and
was made without consulting the Azerbaijani people.
During his visit to the Aghdam region in early 2008,
President of the Republic of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev
noted that this decision taken by the National Council
of Azerbaijan in 1918 was a very wrong step. With
this opinion, the President of the country confirmed a
very difficult and historical truth for all the people of
Azerbaijan. However, in order to find an answer to the
question of how much this historical truth is reflected
in the archival documents, how many of these events
took place, there is a great need to refer to the archival
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documents and research works based on them. It
should be noted that the issue of concession of the city
of Iravan and surrounding areas to the Armenians”
has recently been reflected in scientific publications
published in the Republic of Azerbaijan, the Republic
of Turkey, the United States, the Russian Federation
and other countries. One of the published works
is the monograph “Azerbaijan in Turkish-Russian
relations (1917-1920)” by V.V.Gafarov, published
by “Azerneshr” publishing house in 2011. One of
the most difficult questions of the Azerbaijani people
— the transfer of the city of Iravan to the Armenians
— was clarified as much as possible. In the chapter
entitled “The Batumi Conference and Azerbaijan”,
which begins on page 157 of the work, the author
writes that at the first meeting of the conference held
on May 11, 1918, the head of the Ottoman delegation
Halil bey Menteshe in return for Turkey’s losses in
the war with the Transcaucasian Federation, “accepts
the transfer of Gyumri and Surmali districts of the
Iravan province of North Azerbaijan, the Kemerli
(Garnibasar), Ulukhanli (Zangibasar) and Vedibasar
regions of the Echmiadzin district, and the Sharur part
of the Sharur-Dereleyez uyezd, the Nakhchivan uyezd
except for Ordubad, as well as the Kars-Alexandropol-
Julfa railway and grants the right of use it to Turkey””.

It is also known that at that time Baku was in the
hands of Soviet Russia. Along with all this, looting
and bandit attacks by Armenian gangs against the
local Azerbaijani population continued in the Iravan,
Nakhchivan and Zangazur regions of North
Azerbaijan. The desperate people of Azerbaijan saw
their way of salvation in appealing to the Ottoman
state, and taking this into account, the Azerbaijani
deputies represented in the Transcaucasian Seim also
supported this idea. It is also true that in the first half
0of 1918, no state other than the Ottoman state intended
to provide any assistance to the Azerbaijani people.
Along with Soviet Russia, Great Britain, France, the
United States and Germany were fighting for control
of Baku oil. L.George, Prime Minister of the United
Kingdom then, wrote: “Despite the Entente’s
dominance at the end of the war, if the German bloc
used Baku oil, the military operations would be much
longer and it would be impossible to predict the
consequences”. The commander of the British Special
Corps in Iran, General Dunsterville, confirming this
idea wrote: “Baku was of great impor—tance. Our plan
was to gain an advantage in the Caspian Sea, which
could only be achieved by capturing Baku”. The
British newspaper “The Times™ later wrote: “We went
there to seize oil resources of Baku”. In support of this
view, Winston Churchill wrote in an article published
in the British magazine “Nur IST” in 1918: “Baku has
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no equal in the oil issue. Baku is the largest oil center
in the world. If oil is the queen, then Baku is its crown”
[24, 198]. Along with the events in the region, new
secret and open political deals were being made on
Baku oil outside its borders. Thus, on August 27,
1918, a secret agreement from Ottoman Turkey was
signed between Soviet Russia and Kaiser Germany.
According to the agreement, oil production in Baku
was to be under the participation and control of Soviet
Russia and a quarter of it were to be given to Germany.
It should be noted that during this period, the Armenian
factor in the policy of the South Caucasus of the
countries struggling to seize Baku oil, their use was
manifested at every step. Therefore, against the
background of all the military-political processes
taking place during this period, the people of
Azerbaijan hoped for the help that the Ottoman state
of Turkey could provide. For this reason, the members
of the delegation of the Azerbaijan Democratic
Republic, which held talks with the representatives of
the Ottoman state of Turkey in Batumi from May 11
to June 4, 1918, were in a desperate situation in the
face of the territorial and other demands of Ottoman
Turkey. The city of Alexandropol, which the
Armenians hoped for as the capital, was captured by
the Turks, so during the negotiations with the
Armenians, the issue of their concession to the city of
Iravan was put on the agenda. In this situation, the
Turks either had to return Alexandropol to the
Armenians, or face the dilemma of taking Iravan from
the Azerbaijanis and giving it to them. On May 24,
1918, Talat Pasha sent a telegram to Halil Bey
Menteshe, the head of the Ottoman Turkish delegation
at the Batumi Conference: “I do not agree at all with
the formation of a government by the Armenians. A
small Armenian autonomy in five years will become
an Armenian state with a population of five million
and become the Bulgaria of the East, the ruler of the
entire Caucasus. All the Armenians in Iran and
America will gather there, receive all kinds of help
from the British and the French, and together with the
Christian Georgians in the future will easily act
against us” [18, 160-161]. These words, which were
uttered very wisely 94 years ago, have become a
reality today with their terrible horrors. However, it
should be noted that the attitude of the delegation of
the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic to the position of
Talat Pasha and Enver Pasha not to allow the
establishment of the Armenian state in the South
Caucasus was very different. They rejected the
proposal of Ottoman Turkey to establish a federal
state in the South Caucasus consisting of two cantons
(provinces or states — J.B.) — Azerbaijani and Georgian
cantons, in accordance with the Swiss state structure,

and instead they offered to establish a federation
consisting of Azerbaijani, Georgian and Armenian
cantons. The delegation of the Azerbaijan Democratic
Republic justified its position by saying that if the
territories mentioned in the ultimatum issued by the
Ottoman Turkish delegation on May 11, 1918 passed
to Ottoman Turkey, all Armenians living in these
territories would flow to North Azerbaijan and commit
large-scale massacres. They considered that the best
way to avoid possible catastrophes could be to give
the Armenians a small territory so that they could
establish a national state in a certain area. For this
purpose, the Azerbaijani delegation signed a written
appeal to Enver Pasha on May 23, 1918. This appeal
was signed by M. A.Rasulzadeh, M.H.Hajin—ski, F.kh.
Khoyski, M.U.Jafarov Ahmad bey (Can Baba), A.
Safikurdski, = A.C.Pepinov, N.Yusifbeyli, Kh.
Khasmammadov. The day before this appeal — on
May 22, 1918, A.Huseynzadeh and A.bey Agaoglu
addressed the same appeal to Talat Pasha and Enver
Pasha. Faced with these two choices, the Turks were
more inclined to make concessions to the city of
Iravan. While Enver Pasha and Talat Pasha, the
leaders of Ottoman Turkey, were generally strongly
opposed to the establishment of an Armenian state in
the South Caucasus, Halil Bey Menteshe and Vehib
Pasha stressed the importance of creating a state and
making concessions to Armenians in the international
arena. Despite the divergence of opinions between the
representatives of Ottoman Turkey on this issue, it
should be noted with great regret that the members of
the delegation of the Peoples Republic of Azerbaijan
agreed with the positions of Halil bey Menteshe and
Vehib Pasha [18, 164]. On May 29, 1918, at the fourth
meeting of the National Council of the Peoples
Republic of Azerbaijan, the issue of twice concession
of the city of Iravan to the Armenians was discussed.
During the first discussion of the issue, 20 members of
the National Council take part in the meeting, and
during the voting, an illegitimate decision was made
with 16 in favor, 1 voted against and 3 were neutral.
At the second meeting on the same day, despite the
fact that members of the National Council from Iravan
M.H.Seyidov, M.B.Rzayev and N.Nari~man—beyov
twice appealed in written form to the National Council
against [ravan’s concession to the Armenians, the 20
members of the National Council participating there
bearing no relation to the matter agreed to accept the
decision [18, 170]. Although a written letter of protest
submitted by the deputies from Iravan was filed, this
document is no longer in the relevant fund of the
National Archives of the Republic of Azerbaijan.
Such a position of the members of the National
Council on this issue raises a number of questions.
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Were the opinions of the city residents and their
representatives asked when the city of Iravan was
made concession to the Armenians? The documents
confirm that no opinion polls or steps have been taken
in this direction. All this once again confirms how
wrong and unforgivable this decision is, both
politically and legally. On the other hand, the issue of
giving this city to the Armenians was discussed after
the appeal of the Armenian National Council to the
National Council of Azerbaijan. A just question arises
here: taking into account the situation in the course of
the discussions could the members of the National
Council retract from this trouble, and was it possible,
or had a similar event taken place in the history of
other European nations? An important event in the
history of France in the first half of the 19th century
suggests that, of course, many of the founders of the
People’s Republic of Azerbaijan knew this history
very well. On the other hand, even if the political
situation in the South Caucasus in May and September
1918 was in favor of the People’s Republic of
Azerbaijan, they could use it not make concession of
the city of Iravan. However, as mentioned above,
along with the members of the National Council,
Ottoman Turkey also played an exceptional role in the
concession of Iravan to the Armenians in 1918. This is
a historical fact and it is very regretful that the territory
of the People’s Republic of Azerbaijan, which
declared its independence on May 28, 1918 after the
concession of the Iravan city and the province, was
99.908.86 square/kilometers. 13.983.10 squa—re/
kilometers area was considered a “disputed area” and
was to be resolved in future negotiations. The territory
of the Iravan province, which was given to the
Armenians, was 9.000 square/kilometers. After the
concession, the Armenians claimed the annexation of
the territories of North Azerbaijan — Nakhchivan,
Zangazur and Nagorno-Karabakh to Armenia,
although the Armenians undertook not to claim these
territories during the Batumi talks in May 1918.
However, the Armenians, who were unable to occupy
territories other than the Iravan province in 1918-
1920, managed to gain new territories under the
auspices of the Bolsheviks after the occupation of
North Azerbaijan by Soviet Russia on April 28, 1920.
The government of Soviet Russia conducted territorial
issues with missions of Georgia and Dashnak Armenia,
secretly from the government of the Azerbaijan SSR.
The most horrible thing was that when the delegation
of the Azerbaijan SSR was involved in such talks,
they were represented either by Armenians or
Georgians. Azerbaijanis were not included in the
Armenian or Georgian delegations. When the
agreement was signed between Soviet Russia and
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Dashnak Armenia in Iravan on August 10, 1920, a
number of diplomatic documents proved that
Zangazur and Nakhchivan were planned to be handed
over to Dashnak Armenia, with serious attacks on the
national interests of the Azerbaijan SSR. At that time,
the government of Soviet Russia made a claim of S.
Orjonikidze that “...we may need Armenia in certain
political conditions” [6]. The talks in Iravan ended
with the signing of a protocol forcing the parties to
recognize a future peace agreement, under which
Armenia would have to give up Karabakh, but take
Zangazur and Nakhchivan. In fact, the plan to transfer
the historical lands of Azerbaijan to Dashnak Armenia
was prepared by [.Stalin with the consent of V.Lenin.
For in the following years, the partial occupation of
these lands and the deportation of the population
living in these areas was carried out by I.Stalin. At a
meeting held on November 4, 1920 with the
participation of I.Stalin, S.Orjonikidze, T.Gabrielyan,
Legran, A.Ga—rayev and others, such a decision was
made on the basis of [.Stalin’s opinion on the terms of
the agreement between Soviet Russia and Dashnak
Armenia: “The proposed article on the transfer of
Nakhchivan and Zangazur to Armenia is neither
politically nor strategically beneficial, and can only
happen at the final case” [1]. The meeting also
instructed Narimanov to prepare a justification of the
Politburo’s opinion on Nakhchivan and Zangazur, as
well as an agreement not to make a final decision on
the agreement submitted to Armenia until [.Stalin
negotiates with the Central Committee of the RK/b/P
on this issue. This decision shows once again that the
North Azerbaijan lands were put up for auction by
Soviet Russia. Paragraph B of the decision stated:
“There are no borders between Soviet Azerbaijan and
Soviet Armenia”. Item “Q” of the decision stated that
Zangazur and Nakhchivan were given to Armenia,
and item “D” stated that the mountainous part of
Karabakh had the right to determine its own destiny.
On December 1, 1920, another serious step was taken
to hand over Zangazur to the Armenians, only to
“present” it under the pressure of Soviet Russia. On
the same day, Narimanov made a statement at a
solemn “historic” meeting of the Baku Soviet on the
occasion of the establishment of Soviet power in
Armenia. However, it should be noted that
Narimanov’s statement was falsified in the issue of
the Armenian-language Communist newspaper in
Iravan from December 7, 1920, in order to raise the
issue of Nagorno-Karabakh in Armenia in the near
and distant future. Later, Narimanov himself protested
against the falsification of the facts announced in the
statement. As mentioned above, 1.V.Stalin, who
carried out the donation of Azerbaijani lands to
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Armenia, commented on the decision of the Baku
Soviet: “On December 1, the Soviet Azerbaijan
voluntarily renounced the disputed territories and
announced the transfer of Zangazur, Nakhchivan and
Nagorno-Karabakh to Soviet Armenia” [2]. On
December 2, 1920, S.Orjonikidze, whom I.Stalin
called “the conqueror of Azerbaijan”, conveyed to
V.I.Lenin and him the content of the decision passed
by the Baku Soviet. As mentioned above, although the
transfer of the western part of Zangazur to the
Armenian SSR was officially announced, the transfer
of the uyezd to its control did not happen immediately.
Thus, on January 12, 1921, at a meeting of the Political
and Organizational Bureaus of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan, it was decided
to administratively organize the Muslim part of
Zangazur. The Armenians, who continued to oppress
the Azerbaijani population of Zangazur, were not
satisfied with this and later managed to seize a number
of territories. Thus, at the meeting of the Presidium of
the Transcaucasian Central Election Commission on
January 1, 1927, the issues classifying 24 villages in
Mehri-Jabrail district related to this or other uyezds
were discussed, and 1.065 dessiatina in Zangazur-
Kurdistan district were discussed on June 20, 1927.
Again, at a meeting of this legislative body chaired by
M.Shakhakaya on February 18, 1929, with the
participation of Azerbaijani representatives D.
Bunyatzadeh, M.Bagirov and S.Yagubov, under the
pretext of creating an Armenian region in Mehri three
villages of Zangilan region: Nuvedi, Ernazir and
Tugut were given to the Armenian SSR [7, 927]. Thus,
the “presentation” of the lands in the south-western
part of Zangazur to the Armenians and the
establishment of the Mehri region here separated the
Azerbaijan SSR from the Nakhchivan region, which
was part of it, and communication with this region
became difficult. As for the borders of the Nakhchivan
Autonomous Republic defined by the Kars Treaty of
1921, by the decision of the Presidium of the
Transcaucasian Soviet Central Executive Committee
dated February 18, 1929, without the consent of the
Turkish state acting as the guarantor of the Nakhchivan
territories, 657 square/kilometers was given to
Armenia SSR. According to the decision of the
meeting of this body dated March 5, 1938, certain
territories around Sadarak and Karki villages of
Sharur passed to the Armenian SSR [10, 73-75].

115 days before the end of World War II — on April
19, 1945, the sixth Catholicos of All Armenians —
Deputy Patriarch, Archbishop Gevorg Cheorekchiyan
addressed the head of the USSR J.V.Stalin with an
11-item application and met with him. During the
meeting, Stalin told the Catholicos that Armenians

living abroad would move to the Armenian SSR
and that the so-called “Western Armenia” would be
taken back from the Turkish Republic. He appended
instructions on the application of the Catholicos: “I
agree. Chairman of the Soviet of Peoples Commissars
Joseph Stalin. 19.04.45 ” [9, 434]. On November 21,
1945, the Soviet of Peoples Commissars of the USSR
adopted Resolution No. 2947 on “Measures for the
Returning of Armenians from Foreign Countries to
Soviet Armenia” [10, 73-75]. Having achieved this
decision, the head of the Armenia SSR G.Arutinov
addressed a letter to J.V.Stalin regarding the transfer
of the Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous Region to
the Armenia SSR. J.V.Stalin addressed a letter to
G.M.Malenkov and instructed him to discuss the issue
with the head of the Azerbaijan SSR M.J.Bagirov. On
November 28, 1945, G.M.Malenkov, Secretary of the
Central Committee of the All-Union Communist (b)
Party, sent a telegram to M.J.Bagirov, First Secretary
of the Central Committee of the Communist (b)
Party of Azerbaijan [21, 6]. M.J.Bagirov, who
received a scientific certificate from 6 historians
regarding the fact that Karabakh was the land of
Azerbaijan, wrote a scientifically substantiated reply
letter to G.M.Malenkov, the Secretary of the Central
Committee of the All-Union Communist (b) Party on
December 10, 1945, stamped “top secret”, where for
the first time he raises the problem of Azerbaijani lands
lost, (the total area of the lands given to Armenia SSR
in 1921-1929 was 20.8 thousand square/kilo—~meters
—J.B.) and thus achieves the frustration of the plans of
the Armenian nationalist circles (5). However, despite
the rejection, on October 19, 1946, they succeeded in
passing a resolution by the Presidium of the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR on “The rules for obtaining USSR
citizenship by persons of Armenian descent returning
to Soviet Armenia from foreign countries” in
connection with the resettlement of Armenians living
abroad in the territory of the Armenia SSR [11, 136].
The next stage of the expulsion of Azerbaijanis
from their historical and ethnic lands in the territory
of the Armenia SSR began. On December 23, 1947,
the Soviet of Ministers of the USSR issued Resolution
No. 4083 “On the resettlement of collective farmers
and other Azerbaijanis from the Armenia SSR to the
Kur-Araz lowland of the Azerbaijan SSR”. Another
decision of the Soviet of Ministers of the USSR from
March 10, 1948 “On measures of the resettlement
of collective farmers and other Azerbaijanis from
the Armenia SSR to the Kur-Araz lowland of the
Azerbaijan SSR” set out a concrete action plan for this
work. According to this decision, “on voluntary basis”
100.000 Azerbaijanis were relocated to the territories
of the Azerbaijan SSR in 1948-1950: 10.000 in 1948,
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40.000 in 1949, and 50.000 in 1950. It should be
noted that at that time more than 400.000 Azerbaijanis
lived in the Armenia SSR. By the decision of the
USSR government, the number of deportees from the
Armenia SSR in 1948 was 10.504, in 1949 — 15.713,
in 1950—12.332,in 1952-1953 — 13.760, and in 1954-
1956 — 5.876. In general, at this stage of deportation
and ethnic cleansing from the territory of the Armenia
SSR, more than 100.000 Azerbaijanis were forcibly
relocated or forced to relocate [8,152]. The deportation
measures covered 22 regions of the Armenia SSR and
were mainly carried out in the territories inhabited by
Azerbaijanis since ancient times.

After the death of J.V.Stalin in 1953, the Armenian
Gregorian Church and the leadership of the Armenia
SSR, hoping for a change in the leadership of the
USSR, again appealed to Khrushchev to annex the
territory of Nagorno-Karabakh to the Armenia SSR.
In 1958, the head of the Armenian Gregorian Church
Vazgen II came to Baku and met with the chairman of
the Soviet of Ministers of the Azerbaijan SSR Sadig
Rahimov. During the meeting, Vazgen Il proposed
to open a seminary for Armenian children at the
Armenian Church in Baku, to allow church bells to ring
in the morning and evening, and, most importantly,
to approve the annexation of the Nagorno-Karabakh
Autonomous Region to the Armenia SSR. Vazgen
I, who received a very harsh response from the
chairman of the Soviet of Ministers of the Azerbaijan
SSR S.Rahimov, complained to the USSR leadership,
but the central government, realizing how dangerous
the issue was, refrains from discussing it and the head
of the Azerbaijan SSR accused of nationalism was
replaced in 1959 [11, 136] and V.Y.Akhundov was
appointed head of the Azerbaijan SSR.

Beginning in the early 1960s, anti-Azerbaijani
propaganda once again began to gain momentum in
the Armenia SSR. In early December 1960, the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan
received an appeal published in the newspaper
“Baykar” (“Struggle”) by Armenian nationalists in
Boston, USA, under the headline “To the President of
Soviet Azerbaijan” This hypocritical appeal proposed
the transfer of the territories of the two “Armenian
autonomous bodies” of the Azerbaijan SSR — the
Nakhchivan Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic
and the Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous Region — to
the Armenia SSR, stating that this would “strengthen
the eternal Armenian-Azerbaijani brotherhood” [11,
144-145]. First Secretary of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan Veli Akhundov
instructed Secretary of the Central Committee Nazim
Hajiyev to prepare a reasonable response to prevent
this provocation and protect the territorial integrity of
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the republic. Aydin Hajiyev, the son of the late Nazim
Hajiyev, in his book published in 2000 (“Understand
everything, but not forgive everything”. Baku, Law,
2000) wrote: “My father organized a special group on
the issue, including historians, lawyers, cartographers,
and Central Committee officials. Alovsat Guliyev,
the director of A.A.Bakikhanov Institute of History
of ANAS, provided very active assistance in this
work. This document, prepared by a special group,
was sent to the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union together with archival
documents and maps [22, 170-171]. M.A.Suslov, the
second Secretary of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union, demanded
the Secretary of the Central Committee for Ideology
come to Moscow immediately. Hajiyev met with
officials of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union, the Soviet of Ministers of
the USSR and the KGB of the USSR and managed
to prevent the provocation organized by A.Mikoyan
against Azerbaijan [22, 170-171]. But it costs him his
life. After the discussion, Hajiyev was hospitalized
at the 4th Head Department of the USSR Ministry of
Health and was diagnosed with a “malignant tumor”.
He was operated by Abramyan, who was considered
the “light” of the Kremlin hospital. Academician
M.Topchubashov, a close friend of Nazim Hajiyev,
who came to Moscow, after getting acquainted
with the course of the operation, determined that it
was not carried out correctly, and Nazim Hajiyev
died at the age of 38 [22, 170-171]. However,
Armenian provocations continue. Armenians living
in the Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous Region of the
Azerbaijan SSR addressed numerous appeals to the
leadership of the Armenia SSR and demanded to take
action. On April 23-24, 1968, about 100 anonymous
letters addressed to the First Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Armenia,
the Chairman of the Soviet of Ministers and the
Chairman of the Supreme Soviet were discovered.
The issue of returning the “ancient Armenian lands”
to the Armenia SSR was the main content of these
letters [34, 327-383]. Vladimir Semicast, who served
as Second Secretary of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of Azerbaijan in 1959-1961, recalls
that period in an interview with Russian journalist
Andrei Karaulov: “They wrote various rumors and
gossips about Karabakh, and unhealthy events took
place. When I spoke at their conference, I was asked
countless questions: things are not so. I told them how
the situation was. Later, they changed the leadership,
and appointed the second secretary of the regional
committee, and the situation improved” [34, 327-383].
In the early 1960s, the USSR government’s decision

to allow Armenians living abroad to relocate to the
Soviet Union greatly intensified the Dashnaktsutyun’s
spying units, which sought to pass various provocative
groups from neighboring countries to the territory of
the Armenia SSR through repatriation channels. This
information was reflected in a completely confidential
letter sent by the Second Main Directorate of the KGB
of the Soviet of Ministers of the USSR to Heydar
Aliyev, Chief of the Second Department of the KGB
of the Azerbaijan SSR, on February 2, 1962. In the
instructions appended by Heydar Aliyev on the letter
was stated that if Armenian Dashnak organizations
operating in foreign countries violated the borders of
the USSR in the territory of the Azerbaijan SSR they
had to be overtaken [34, 327-383].

According to the information received by the
KGB of the Azerbaijan SSR on June 24, 1962,
according to rumors spread by Armenian nationalists
in the republic on the eve of the visit of the USSR
head N.S.Khrushchev to the Armenian SSR, it was
expected that the Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous
Region would be separated from the Azerbaijan SSR
and transferred to the Armenia SSR. For this purpose,
a letter was sent to N.S.Khrushchev, signed by 2.500
people, demanding the transfer of Nagorno-Karabakh
either to the Armenia SSR or the RSFSR [34,327-383].
One of the reasons for such activation of Armenians
living in the Armenia SSR and Nagorno-Karabakh
was the religious, ideological and material assistance
they received from Armenian Diaspora organizations
living abroad. All this work was carried out under the
auspices and control of the leadership of the Armenia
SSR. Therefore, their new appeal to Khrushchev
on May 18, 1964, ended with the following words:
“We insist on an urgent decision on the Nagorno-
Karabakh issue. Either the Autonomous Region
and the surrounding areas inhabited by Armenians
should be annexed to Armenia, or they should be a
direct part of the USSR” [34, 327-383]. In June 1965,
B.Ulubabyan, Secretary of the NKAR Branch of the
Writers” Union of Azerbaijan, sent an application
signed by the responsible party and Soviet workers
of the Armenian nation of the Autonomous Region
to the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of the Soviet Union. The State Security Committee
of the Azerbaijan SSR informed the leadership of
the republic about it and took necessary measures
to prevent provocateurs. In 1966, when the secretly
operating emissaries from Iravan of the 40-member
“Armenian Youth Union” tried to establish their
bases in the territory of the Autonomous Region
were prevented by the republic’s special services.
In August 1966, a letter addressed to L.Brezhnev,
Secretary General of the Central Committee of

the Communist Party of the Soviet Union, signed
by about 2.000 Armenian “intellectuals”, stated:
“According to the territory and national composition
of Karabakh, it belongs to Armenia, according to
its structure, spiritual world and life, it belongs to
Armenia, the history of Karabakh is the history of
Armenia, the language, art and literature of Karabakh
belong to Armenians.” Taking into consideration, the
Armenia SSR exists, it is not expedient artificially to
separate its integral part from Soviet Armenia” [34,
327-383]. Information about this letter titled “Address
of scientists and cultural figures of the Armenia SSR
to the XXIII Congress of the Communist Party of
the Soviet Union” was also provided in the letter
addressed on September 30, 1966, to the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union by First Secretary of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of Armenia A.Kochinyan and
the Chairman of the Soviet of Ministers B.Muradyan.
The authors of the letter misinterpreted the historical
“facts” and “documents” related to the establishment
of'the Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous Region and the
Nakhchivan Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic
as they wished, or rather they tried to falsify their
claims to these territories by political, economic and
ethnic factors, and by “numerous letters from people
from different strata of Nagorno-Karabakh workers
to the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of Armenia”. They tried to justify it with numerous
letters to the Central Committee. Heydar Aliyev, then
Deputy Chairman of the KGB of the Azerbaijan SSR,
later recalled these events when he was President of the
Republic of Azerbaijan: “I remember, it was 1966 or 67,
a decision came from Moscow. Then Akhundov called
me. It was the decision of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union, which stated
that “the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of Azerbaijan — Akhundov, the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of Armenia — Kochinyan should
be instructed to discuss and report on this issue”. What
did that mean? So, they instruct Armenia to resolve
the issue of Azerbaijan. That’s how they solved it —
that is, “you go and solve this problem with them”.
He will say it must be mine, and we will say no. We
sat and consulted. I told him: “You know, you have to
go to Moscow and meet with Brezhnev. He went and
explained Brezhnev. Brezhnev understood him and he
himself annulled the decision. That was the event of
1967. “Against the background of the territorial claims
of the Armenia SSR against the Azerbaijan SSR, in
1967 the situation around the Nagorno-Karabakh
Autonomous Region of the Azerbaijan SSR became
tense again. From this viewpoint, Heydar Aliyev’s
secret letter No. 10/579, from June 26, 1967 to the First
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Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Azerbaijan V.Y.Akhundov, attracts attention.
The letter said that on the night of June 23-24, 300
8x9 cm leaflets in Armenian were distributed in some
streets of Khankendi. These leaflets demanded the
unification of the territory of the Nagorno-Karabakh
Autonomous Region of the Azerbaijan SSR with the
Armenia SSR and put forward nationalist views [3;
7, 927]. In July 1967, there was a conflict between
Armenians and Azerbaijanis in Khankendi and
was shed blood. The cause of the conflict was the
mysterious murder of 8-year-old N.B.Movsesyan,
the son of the chairman of a local collective farm in
the village of Kuropatkino, Martuni region (Agdere
— J.B.) of the Nagorno-Karabakh Republic of
Azerbaijan. Armenians accused local Azerbaijanis —
Arshad, Alamshad and Zohrab Mammadov brothers
for the murder. After the passing sentence of the
brothers at the Summer Variety Art Park in Khankendi
on July 3, 1967, N.B.Movsesyan’s parents and other
Armenians attacked the guards; brutally killed the
Mammadov brothers and they even skinned their
heads. The murderers, who were prepared for this
atrocity, brought the stones to the city in cars. In order
to thoroughly investigate this issue, the chairman of
the KGB of the Azerbaijan SSR, Heydar Aliyev, was
sent to Nagorno-Kara—bakh, and the criminals were
identified and arrested. The trial of the organizers of
the Khankendi events in Baku sentenced 5 people to
death, and 14 others to various terms of imprisonment
[3; 7, 927]. The events of 1967 kept the republic’s
leadership in tension for a long time. In a report
prepared by the KGB of the Azerbaijan SSR in 1967,
Heydar Aliyev having analyzed the situation around
the Nagorno-Karabakh Region wrote: “In many cases,
politically negative and anti-social actions in the region
took place under the influence of some nationalist
elements of the Armenia SSR, who were their direct
organizers and participants”. This is evidenced by the
facts collected over the past 5 years. People who came
to Khankendi from the Armenia SSR spread various
rumors about the annexation of Nagorno-Karabakh to
the Armenia SSR, collected signatures for specially
prepared appeals, brought and distributed here appeals
written in the spirit of nationalism such as “Call to
the Armenians of Karabakh” and other provocative
printed materials” [34, 383].

The provocations of the Armenian nationalists
continued in Nagorno-Karabakh in 1968-1969 as
well. Heydar Aliyev, the chairman of the KGB of
the Azerbaijan SSR, wrote in his report to the Party
Control Committee of the Central Committee of the
Azerbaijan Communist Party in April 1969: “There
is a nationalist mood in the Nagorno-Karabakh
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Autonomous Region. In recent years, nationalist
elements living in the region and some residents of
the Armenia SSR have been trying to incite the local
population to secede from Azerbaijan and unite with
Armenia. Some young people, including Komsomol
members, are under the influence of nationalist
elements. The nationalist mood among the youth was
also present in 1968” [34, 383].

In 1968, there was a land conflict between the
Shamsaddin region of the Armenia SSR and the
Gedabey region of the Azerbaijan SSR. In order
to resolve the situation, in accordance with the
instructions of the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union from June 23, 1968 and the Soviet of Ministers
of the USSR from June 10 and 20, 1968, a special
document on the settlement of the land dispute was
signed on October 28, 1968 by First Secretary of
the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Armenia A.Kochinyan, First Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan
V.Y.Akhundov and the USSR Minister of Agriculture
V.Maskevich. According to Article 4 of the adopted
document, the Supreme Soviets of the Armenia SSR
and the Azerbaijan SSR were instructed to consider
and approve a graphic description of the prepared
borders by the parity commissions of both republics
on the basis of the decisions of the Central Executive
Committee of the Transcaucasian FSSR in 1927-
1929 [4]. The resolution of the Chairman of the
Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the Azerbaijan
SSR M.Is—kenderov and the secretary Z.Shukurova
signed on May 7, 1969 “On approval of the graphic
description of the border between the Azerbaijan
SSR and the Armenia SSR” consisting of two articles
(No. 805-VII) stated that the boundary between the
Azerbaijan SSR and the Armenia SSR, approved by
the Transcaucasian Central Executive Committee,
had been drawn on sheets of topographic maps at a
scale of 1: 25.000 by the parity commission of the
indicated republics, and to approve the graphic
description submitted by the Council of Ministers
of the Azerbaijan SSR; To instruct the Council of
Ministers of the Azerbaijan SSR to ensure the transfer
of the description of the republican border in nature
together with the representatives of the Armenia SSR
in the relevant fields by November 1, 1969. At the
meeting of the Bureau of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of Azerbaijan on May 21, 1969
(pr. No. 100, 4 - q), the draft resolution of the Supreme
Soviet of the Azerbaijan SSR on maintaining the
geographical description of the borders between the
two republics was approved [15, 90].

However, the borders established by the decision
from October 28, 1968 provoked protests from the
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villagers of Hajilar village of Gedabey region named
after Kalinin, who demanded the return of their lands
staying outside the border zone established in June
1969. According to archival documents, a week after
Heydar Aliyev was elected head of the Azerbaijan
SSR, on July 22, 1969, at a meeting of the Bureau of
the Central Committee of the Azerbaijan Communist
Party; he boldly raised and discussed the difficult
situation around the collective farms of Gedabey
region. As a result, a special decision was signed
by the First Secretary of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of Azerbaijan Heydar Aliyev
and the Chairman of the Soviet of Ministers of the
Azerbaijan SSR A.Alikhanov. It should also be noted
that after Heydar Aliyev’s transfer to a new post in
Moscow in December 1982, disputes between the two
republics over certain areas of the border re-emerged.
When the new Constitution of the USSR was adopted
in 1977, the leadership of the Armenia SSR, at the
instigation of the Armenian Gregorian Church, again
appealed to the Central Government of the USSR to
annex the territory of the Nagorno-Karabakh Region
of Azerbaijan to the Armenia SSR. It should be noted
that at the meeting of the Presidium of the Soviet of
Ministers of the former USSR on November 23, 1977,
at the insistence of the leadership of the Armenia SSR,
the issue of annexation of the Nagorno-Karabakh
Autonomous Region of the Azerbaijan SSR to the
Armenia SSR was discussed and a proposal was
made in this regard. (Minutes of the meeting of the
Presidium of the Soviet of Ministers. November
23, 1977, No 61, 11-4133). Upon learning of the
issue, Heydar Aliyev took decisive steps to prevent
Armenian political aggression [13, 111]. He appeals
to I.LH.Ali—~yev, Doctor of History, Professor, head of
the department “Ancient history of Azerbaijan” of
A.A.Bakikhanov Institute of History of the National
Academy of Sciences of Azerbaijan, to prepare a
scientific reference on the fact that the Karabakh region
is the ancient land of Azerbaijan. Doctor of History,
Professor. I.H.Aliyev says that in 1945 he presented
such a scientific reference on this issue to M.J.Bagirov,
then the head of the Azerbaijan SSR, and suggested
Heydar Aliyev to rework this reference and submit
it to him. Approving the proposal, Heydar Aliyev
discussed it in the Bureau of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan and made a
decision on the groundlessness of the claims of the
leadership of the Armenia SSR, which was submitted
to the former head of the USSR L.I.Brezhnev. As a
result of decisive steps taken by Heydar Aliyev, the
vicious intentions of the Armenians did not come true
[27, 117].

In fact, the authority of Heydar Aliyev in the

leadership of the USSR worried the Armenian
Gregorian Church and the Armenian nationalist-
separatists. Therefore, after he was elected amember of
the Politburo of the CPSU in 1982 and appointed First
Deputy Chairman of the USSR Soviet of Ministers,
the Armenians took advantage of the weakness of
the Azerbaijan SSR leadership, in 1984, despite the
strong protests of the population of Gazakh region
they were able to get the consent of the leadership of
the republic for the transfer of 5.000 hectares of land
to the Armenia SSR.

From the mid-1980s, anti-Azerbaijani, anti-
Turkish propaganda and terrorist mobilization began
to intensify in the former USSR and, first of all, in
the Armenia SSR. In 1985, Armenian separatism
was openly promoted in the Nagorno-Karabakh
Region of the Azerbaijan SSR. It should be noted
that this process became more widespread after the
election of M.S.Gor—bachev as head of the USSR.
In early 1985, K.Demir—chiyan, First Secretary of
the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Armenia, addressed the Politburo of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union with a proposal to mark every year April 24 as
the anniversary of the so-called “Armenian genocide”
in the USSR. Although Gorbachev, who chaired the
meeting of the Politburo, agreed to this, he faced
strong opposition from H.A.Aliyev, N.A.Tikhonov
and A.A.Gro—miko. Approving K.Demirchiyan’s
proposal, M.S.Gor—bachev did not dare to confront
H.A.Aliyev seeing his sharp protest, but he did
not forget his position [29, 97]. Therefore, after
Gorbachev removed Heydar Aliyev from the high
post of the USSR on October 20, 1987, the Armenians’
hopes for the realization of their vicious and criminal
intentions increased. In November 1987, Moscow
did not hesitate to express its positive attitude to the
Karabakh movement to the whole world in Paris,
albeit unofficially, in the words of academician Abel
Agen—bekyan, Gorbachev’s adviser on economics. In
an interview published on November 18, 1987 issue
of the “L’humanité” news—paper, A.Aganbekyan
stated that it was expedient to transfer the Nagorno-
Karabakh Autonomous Region of the Azerbaijan
SSR to the Armenia SSR and made a proposal to the
head of the state [11, 257]. The local organization
of the “Karabakh Committee”, which had long been
secretly operating in the Azerbaijan SSR, especially
in the Nagorno-Karabakh Region, began to operate
openly under the name “Krunk”. On March 2, 1988,
the “The Struggle Committee for the Reunification of
Nagorno-Karabakh with Armenia” — the “Committee
of 55s” uniting the heads of large enterprises —
was established. After the Armenians committed
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an anti-Azerbaijani provocation in Sumgait city
of Azerbaijan, on February 26-27, 1988, with the
consent of the USSR state special services, under this
pretext, 250.000 Azerbaijanis were deported from the
territory of the Armenia SSR, from their historical
ethnic lands — 185 villages and other settlements,
including the city of Iravan, 31.000 houses, private
farms, 165 collective farms were looted, 214 people
were killed and 1.154 people were injured, hundreds
were tortured and the honor of brides was insulted.
More than 15.000 Kurds and several thousand
Russians were expelled from the Armenia SSR [11,
258]. In 1988-1989, as a result of the escalation of
the military-ideological aggression of Armenia, the
Azerbaijani population, subjected to deportation,
ethnic cleansing and genocide, took refuge in the
Azerbaijan SSR, which in turn led to aggravation of
socio-political stability in the republic. Armenia’s
military aggression, which was expanding as a result
of the hostile policy of the central government against
the Azerbaijani people, raised it to the struggle for
national liberation. On January 20, 1990, violating the
Constitutions of the USSR and the Azerbaijan SSR
and the sovereign rights of the republic the USSR
President Mikhail Gorbachev ordered the deployment
of troops in Baku to punish the Azerbaijani people
who were protesting against the territorial claims of
the Armenians, and a bloody genocide was committed
against the Azerbaijani people. Heydar Aliyev was
a prominent statesman who first raised his protest
against this crime of the USSR. He came to the
Permanent Representation of the Azerbaijan SSR in
Moscow on January 21, 1990 and accused Gorbachev
of the genocide committed by the USSR against the
Azerbaijani people, and his protest caused a great stir
around the world. In protest of the crime committed
by the USSR against the Azerbaijani people, Heydar
Aliyev left the ranks of the Soviet Communist Party in
July 1990 and returned to his homeland, Azerbaijan.
The republic’s leadership resorted to all kinds of
provocations to prevent Heydar Aliyev from staying
in Baku, the political center of the country, and he was
threatened with an act of terror. Sensing a real threat
to life, Heydar Aliyev was forced to go to Nakhchivan
Autonomous Republic. It made it impossible for the
Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic of the Republic
of Azerbaijan, which was under heavy blockade in
1990-1993, to survive and protect its borders. Heydar
Aliyev made a very harsh report on the Armenian-
Azerbaijani Nagorno-Karabakh conflict at a session
of the Supreme Soviet of Azerbaijan in February
1991, saying that at that time the Azerbaijan state did
not have a specific program of measures to resolve the
problem. However, the measures put forward by him
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were not taken by the leadership of the republic, and
in a very short time the Azerbaijani people were dealt
a heavy blow by the enemy. In mid-February 1992,
Armenian bandits once again attacked the village of
Garadagli in the Khojavend region. After four days
of unequal fighting, Armenian bandits captured the
village of Garadagli, brutally killed 92 of its defenders
and 54 residents, and threw them into silo. The rest
of the population was taken prisoner. The aggressive
“state” of Armenia has further expanded its bloody
terrorist acts against the Republic of Azerbaijan. On
January 8, 1992, 25 people were killed in a similar
terrorist attack on the Krasnovodsk-Baku passenger
ferry. 88 people were seriously injured. On February
28 of the same year, 11 people were killed and 18
were injured in an explosion on the Kislovodsk-
Baku passenger train near Gudermes station. It
should be noted that the Armenians carried out 206
terrorist acts in the railway transport system of the
Republic of Azerbaijan from July 14, 1989 to May 7,
1994 [11, 359]. Armenian bandits together with the
366th mechanized infantry regiment in Khankendi
belonging to the Ministry of Defense of the Russian
Federation committed the Khojaly genocide, leaving
behind the tragedies of the 20th century Khatin and
Songimi. On February 25, 1992, at 9 p.m., Armenian
military units, the 366th Regiment (two of the three
battalions in full and one in part), as well as foreign
mercenaries attacked Khojaly. As a result of military
aggression, 613 people were killed, including 106
women, 63 children and 70 elderly people. More than
1.000 civilians, including 76 children were injured by
various bullet wounds. 1275 people were captured, 8
families were completely destroyed, 25 children lost
both parents, 130 children lost one of their parents,
56 people were burned alive with special cruelty,
their heads were skinned, their eyes were gouged out,
their heads were cut off, and pregnant women were
stabbed in the abdomen. Seeing all these horrors,
Colonel V.R.Savelyev, Chief of Special Unit 02270 of
the 366th Regiment, admitted in a letter (report —J.B.)
to the General Intelligence Agency of the Russian
Federation Ministry of Defence, the UN and the
Council of Europe that genocide had been committed
against the Azerbaijani people: “I couldn’t help an
eight- or nine-year-old girl who was shot ten steps
away from me. I fear the day when God will punish
me. Cursed days alternated” [30, 478]. Azerbaijani
journalists Seyidagha Movsumlu and Chingiz
Mustafayev, who first videotaped the events, said in
a video that the majority of the killed were children
between the ages of 2 and 15”. Jean-Yves Ginette, a
French journalist who witnessed the tragedy, wrote: “I
have heard a lot about the wars and the cruelty of the
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German Nazis, but the Armenians left them behind by
killing 5-6 year old children and civilians” [11, 359].
On March 10, 1992, the Minister of Internal
Affairs sent a letter to the President of the Russian
Federation B.Yeltsin, stating that he wanted to meet in
connection with the Khojaly incident and attached a
videocassette on the Khojaly tragedy to the letter.
General Yerin wrote to B.Yeltsin: “Children, women
and the elderly were shot in Khojaly. The heads of the
killed were skinned oft”. The video recorded the
criminal actions of the 366th regiment of the Russian
Armed Forces. These words are taken from the 96th
page of N.Gavrilov’s magazine “BoeHHble Bemomo-
ctu (Military bulletin)” published in St. Petersburg in
1998. After watching the videotape, Yeltsin signed a
special order (No. 0219/21-OD-1992.111.12 — J.B.),
which banned the display of these videos in Russia
[30, 479]. Relying on the military circles of the
Russian Federation, Armenian bandits occupied the
ethnic regions of Kelbajar, Aghdam, Fizuli, Jabrayil,
Gubadly and Zangilan in 1993 and carried out ethnic
cleansing, as a result of which more than 1mIn.10.000
citizens of the Republic of Azerbaijan became
refugees in their country. As a result of the military
aggression, 100.000 people were injured, 50.000
became disabled, 20.000 people were killed, 4.853
people were missing, 439 of them were killed in
captivity, and 783 people are still in captivity. On the
whole, according to the State Commission on
Captives, Missing and Hostages from January 1,
2011, the number of captives, missing persons and
hostages were 4.049. 3.273 of them are servicemen
and 771 are civilians, and 5 of them is unknown
whether are military or civilian. Of the missing
civilians, 47 were under mature age (17 underage
girls — J.B.), 247 were women, and 347 were elderly,
of whom 149 were women. So far 1.309 people have
been released from captivity and hostage. 343 of them
are women and 1056 are men. It should be noted that
170 of the released were children (65 underage girls
—J.B.), 112 out 0f 289 adults were women. In addition,
during the analysis of the materials received by the
State Commission, it was determined that 563 people
were killed in captivity or died of various causes. 104
of them are women and 448 are men. While only the
names of 137 of these individuals are known, the
names of 74 of them are unknown (12, 61). After the
occupation of the territory of the former Nagorno-
Karabakh Republic of Azerbaijan by the armed forces
of the Republic of Armenia in 1991-1992, a new
phase of military aggression against the Republic of
Azerbaijan began in April 1993 with the occupation
of the Kelbajar region. From July 24 to October 28,
1993, with the military-political assistance of the

Russian Federation, the armed forces of the Republic
of Armenia occupied the Aghdam, Fizuli, Jabrayil,
Gubadly and Zangilan regions of the Republic of
Azerbaijan. As a result of military aggression by the
Republic of Armenia, 71.000 citizens of the Republic
of Azerbaijan became displaced from Lachin, 74.000
from Kelbajar, 165.600 from Aghdam, 146.000 from
Fizuli, 60.000 from Jabrail, 87.900 from Gubadly and
39.500 from Zangilan [12, 62]. Thus, it turned into the
Armenian-Azerbaijani Nagorno-Karabakh conflict.
Despite all the efforts of the Minsk Group, established
in 1992, UN Security Council Resolutions No. 822 of
30 April 1993, No. 853 of 29 July, No. 874 of 14
October and No. 884 of 12 November 1992 on the
occupation of the territories of the Republic of
Azerbaijan remained unfulfilled. However, after a 28-
year break, on September 27, 2020, the people of
Azerbaijan started the Patriotic War and, guided by
these resolutions, liberated their territories from
Armenian occupation and restored their territorial
integrity. It should be noted that since 1992, this
protection has become an international conflict, and
on March 24 of that year, the Minsk Group was
established to resolve the conflict, which includes
nine states. The military-political crisis that took place
in the Republic of Azerbaijan on June 4, 1993
aggravated the situation in the country and, first of all,
in the frontline. On June 15, 1993, Heydar Aliyev was
elected Chairman of the Supreme Soviet of the
Republic of Azerbaijan and a new stage in the socio-
political and socio-economic life of the Azerbaijani
people began. However, from July to November 1993,
the military aggression of Armenia expanded and as a
result, seven regions were occupied. Heydar Aliyev
took decisive steps to restore socio-political stability
in the country and prevent Armenia’s military
aggression. As a result of the steps taken to build a
new army, the enemy suffered heavy and crushing
blows, a number of occupied settlements were
liberated, and on May 12, 1994, he was forced to sign
a ceasefire. As a result of the occupation carried out
by Armenia in 1988-1994, 946 settlements, 6.000
industrial, agricultural and other enterprises, 150.000
of housing with a total area 9 mln. square/meters,
4366 socio-cultural institutions, 690 secondary
schools, including 850 preschool institutions, 665
medical centers, 927 libraries, 22 museums, 4 art
galleries, 6 state theaters, 44 temples, 9 mosques were
destroyed. The amount of material damage caused by
the military aggression against the Azerbaijani people
is more than $ 60 billion (1994 estimates — J.B.). At
present, the amount of damage in 2011 prices is $300
billion [11, 357]. In addition, a large amount of direct
material damage was inflicted on the border areas
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with the Republic of Armenia. This figure is $
1.389.233.500 in 1994 year’s prices. Thus, according
to the executive authorities of the districts located in
these regions, the direct material damage caused by
the occupation was as follows in US dollars for the
regions: For Tartar and former Aghdere districts — $
799.295.100, Gazakh district — $ 327.529.464, Tovuz
district — $§ 189873420, Agjabadi district — §
22.420.050, Aghstafa district — $ 1.998.950, Beylagan
district—$ 3.812.500, Gedabey district— $ 44.303.800.
Thus, the more than 60 billion in material damage
inflicted on the Republic of Azerbaijan as a result of
the military aggression and occupation of the “state”
of Armenia, $ 28066 billion was inflicted on 7 regions
adjacent to the former Nagorno-Karabakh and
currently under occupation, and § 1.389.233.284 on
the frontline and border with Armenia [12, 85]. It
should be noted that the material damage inflicted on
Nakhchivan AR is not included here. All available
indisputable facts confirm that as a result of the policy
of deportation, ethnic cleansing and genocide pursued
by Armenians against the Azerbaijani people in the
20th century alone, Northern Azerbaijan lost 29.8
thousand square /kmin 1918-1929, 20% of its territory
in 1991-1993. Taking all this into account, the Milli
Majlis of the Republic of Azerbaijan adopted a
resolution on the Khojaly genocide committed by the
Armenian aggressors on the night of February 25-26,
1992, and February 26 was declared the “Day of
Khojaly Genocide”. Based on this decision, by the
decree of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan
Heydar Aliyev dated February 25, 1997, a minute of
silence was declared on February 26 at 17.00 in the
territory of the Republic of Azerbaijan as a sign of
respect for the memory of the victims of the Khojaly
genocide. On March 26, 1998, President of the
Republic of Azerbaijan Heydar Aliyev signed a decree
“On the genocide of Azerbaijanis” and in accordance
with this decree, the Milli Majlis of the Republic of
Azerbaijan adopted a statement declaring March 31,
1998 the “Day of Genocide of Azerbaijanis”. In 2009,
on the initiative of Leyla Aliyeva, Vice-President of
the Heydar Aliyev Foundation, Head of the
Foundation’s Representation in the Russian
Federation, the International Propaganda and
Information Company “Justice for Khojaly” was
established. On February 13, 2014, President of the
Republic of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev signed an order
on measures for holding the campaign “Justice for
Khojaly” in connection with the International
Propaganda and Information Company “Justice for
Khojaly” established on the initiative of Leyla
Aliyeva. As a result of successful propaganda work in
the international arena over the past six years, the
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parliaments of many countries have recognized the
crime against the civilian population in Khojaly as a
crime against the Azerbaijani people. In early April
2016, the Azerbaijani Army responded to the
provocations committed by the occupying Armenians
by launching a counterattack and liberating a large
part of the occupied territories. This was the first
large-scale military step towards the liberation of the
occupied territories. On July 12 and September 27,
2020, in response to the war crimes committed by
Armenian fascism, President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, Supreme Commander-in-Chief Ilham
Aliyev decided to free the country from Armenian
Nazis and ensure the country’s territorial integrity. As
a result of military operations launched on September
27, the Azerbaijani Army delivered crushing blows to
the enemy and liberated most of the country’s Fizuli,
Jabrail, Zangilan, Khojavand, Tartar and Kelbajar
regions and the city of Shusha. Destroyed by the
Azerbaijani Army, the Armenian Army was forced to
sign an act of surrender on November 10, 2020. By
the Decree of the President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan dated December 4, 2020, September 27
was declared the “Day Remembrance* and November
8 was declared the “Victory Day”. On December 10,
2020, the “Victory” parade was held on Azadlig
(Freedom) Square in Baku. Based on all historical,
legal and factual documents, the conclusion is as
follows: As a result of deportation, ethnic cleansing,
genocide and aggressive policy of Armenian fascism
against the Azerbaijani people norms reflected in
numerous international human rights treaties,
including the Convention on the Prevention and
Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, adopted by
UN General Assembly Resolution 260 (III) A (179
Plenary Session, December 9, 1948) and entered into
force in 1991, World Declaration of Human Rights,
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights,
International Convention on the Elimination of All
Forms of Racial Discrimination, Convention against
Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading
Treatment or Punishment, Convention on Children
the Rights, including the Hague Convention for the
Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed
Conflict (1954), Paris Convention on the Illicit Traffic
in Cultural Property (1970) UNESCO Convention
Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and
Natural Heritage, (1972) and all provisions of the
European Convention for the Protection of
Archaeological Heritage (1992) have been violated.
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The conclusion

The history of the crimes committed by Armenian
fascism against the Azerbaijani people as a tool in
the hands of the imperialist states during the 18th-
20th centuries has been confirmed on the basis of the
facts reflected in the archives and published scientific
works. The cited archival documents and scientific
sources unequivocally state that as a result of the use
of Armenians as a tool by the imperialist powers to

carry out their plans of aggression, the territories of
the Azerbaijani people were occupied and divided,
ethnic cleansing, deportation and genocide were
committed. And as a result, it suffered heavy losses
— human and land losses. Finally, the Patriotic War,
which began on September 27, 2020 and ended with
the victory of the Azerbaijani people on September
27, 2020, along with the destruction of Armenian
fascism, laid the foundation for the return of what was
lost during this period.

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FOR THE HISTORY OF THE ROMAN FRONTIER - DEFENSE SYSTEM OF THE
EASTERN BLACK SEA COAST

In the presented work, there is studied the issue of the Roman border defense system in the Eastern Black
Sea region on the base of an analysis of antique sources; It is shown that this system was part of Romess
common- eastern frontier-defense line. The Eastern part of Black Sea coast, historical Colchis, as a secure
rear and strategic beachhead against Parthia in the battle for Armenia, had a well-defined place in the Roman
geopolitics. Besides, Colchis had a great communicative significance relative Bosporus. Of course, the political
situation in East had a big influence on relations of this region with Rome.

In 63 A.D., after the abolition of the Kingdom of Pontus by Nero (54-68), Colchis was occupied by Romans
and it became the part of the province of Galatia. By the order of Nero, Roman garrisons were stationed in
the seaside settlements of Colchis — Apsarus, Phasis and Sebastopolis. These measures were the starting point
of establishment of the Roman frontier-defence system in the Eastern Black Sea coast. This system began its
actively functioning in Vespasian’s time. During the rule of Vespasian (69-79) Colchis was the part of united
Cappadocia-Galatia, so called “Cappadocian complex”. Bording the Euphrates river to the east, Cappadocia
was the most eastern province of the Empire. The military presence in Cappadocia served as an important
response force against invasions from the Parthian Empire and allowed the Roman>s easy intervention into the
affairs of their client kingdom of Armenia. The ,,Cappadocian Complex” received two legions. These legions
were located on the Cappadocia-Lesser Armenia line, in Satala and Melitene. In the I-1II centuries the Roman
garrisons of the coastal fortresses of Colchis were subordinate to the Asia Minor forces of the empire; the main
command of these forces was located in the Cappadocia. Later garrisons began to obey the Armenian duke.

Of all the fortresses of the Eastern Black sea coast, Apsaros is the closest to the immediate borders of
the Roman Empire. For a long time Apsaros was one of the significant points of the Pontus-Caucasian border
line, the Roman frontier defensive system at the coast of the East Black Sea. The mentioned defense system,
as you know, was founded in the times of emperor Neroys reign (54-68 A.D.), the 60>s of the 1-st century. The
first Roman garrison appeared in Apsaros at that very time. In the 2-nd century five cohorts were dislocated
in Apsaros. At the time of the visit to Apsarus by Flavius Arrian (131 A.D.), there was a powerful garrison,
numbering from a thousand to two and a half thousand soldiers.

As for other Roman fortresses of the Eastern Black Sea region, on the base of an analysis of antique
sources, it turns out that during Nero (54-68) roman garrisons were dislocated in Fasis. For the first time, the
Roman fortress in Fasis mentions Flavius Arrian (nearly 95-175), who left us a very detailed description of it.
In the 2nd century 400 soldiers were dislocated in Fasis; The first Roman garrison, for a short period, appeared
in Sebastopolis In the era of Augustus (27 B.C.-14 A.D.). According to archaeological and antique written
sources, In the 2nd-3rd centuries the garrison of Sebastopol consisted of 200-300 soldiers.

The basic purposes of the Pontus Caucasian frontier-defence system were consolidation of the Roman
power in the region, taking control of the passages to the Northern Caucasus, and protection of coastwise
navigation. In the middle of the II century, after inclusion of Pityus into this system, formation of the Pontus
Caucasian frontier-defence line was finished.

GEORGIAN NATIONAL MOVEMENT IN THE XX CENTURY AND PROBLEMS OF
INTERETHNIC RELATIONS IN GEORGIA

This paper is devoted to Georgian national movement and interethnic relations in Georgia in 20th century.
At the beginning of the twentieth century. Georgians had a strong national elite represented by the liberal
nobility and the Georgian intellectuals. Even when Georgia was part of the Russian Empire, strong political
parties appeared in it. They were divided into social democrats and nationalists, who set themselves different
tasks. The Social Democrats saw Georgia as part of a democratic Russia. Only the October Revolution of 1917
forced them to separate from Russia. The nationalists came up with the idea of first autonomy, and then the
independence of Georgia. They saw the German Empire as their ally. The development of the national movement
led to the proclamation of an independent Georgian Democratic Republic in May 1918. This republic tried to
maintain peaceful relations with its neighbors - the Mountain Republic, the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic,
the Ottoman Empire, and the Turkish Republic. The conflict with Armenia was due to Armenian Irrendism.
Georgia was annexed by the Russian Bolsheviks in 1921. The government of the Georgian Democratic Republic
went into exile, and the Georgian national figures were repressed by the Bolsheviks.

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DASHNAKTSUTYUN AND ITS PROPAGANDA
Summary

The propaganda of the doctrine of the “infallible” Jesuits, which was brought to the Armenian standard,
was reflected in the program of the Dashnaktsutyun party adopted in 1907. The spirit of hatred and chauvinism
manifests itself from the very first proposals of this program: the highest goal for them is exclusively to serve
the interests of the Armenians. In the 9th paragraph of the document, this idea is manifested most clearly. In
order to involve public opinion in the goal, the Dashnaks need to extend their influence to the press. According
to an eyewitness, already at the beginning of the century, “now, without exception, all the Caucasian press is
in power or under the influence of Armenians”. “Dashnaktsutyun” created a press designed for almost any
reader: on a national basis, social status, political, etc. P. For each reader, pro-Armenian ideas and materials
were presented in appropriate packaging. In dozens of printed publications, the unshakable authority of the
Armenians was affirmed in a direct and veiled form, their invaluable “merits” to the “ungrateful” peoples
were extolled, disparaging remarks were made about the “savagery”, “uncivilized” representatives of other
nationalities inhabiting Transcaucasia. The nationalist attacks of the pro-Armenian press largely contributed to
the artificial incitement of interethnic hatred in the region, sowed the seeds of nationalism, which later turned
into bloody seedlings. In order to achieve their goals, the Dashnaks were not averse to reaching an agreement
with their opponents. Little is known in Armenia that in 1909, on the initiative of the Armenians, an agreement
on cooperation was concluded between the “Young Turks” and the “Dashnaktsutyun”, the first four points
of which read: “l. For the implementation of the Constitution and the unshakable strengthening of social
development, it is necessary to fight together, sparing no effort for this. 2. In relation to reactionary movements,
act jointly, applying the methods stipulated by law. 3. Considering the ultimate goal of the joint activity of
the two parties to be the preservation of the integrity of the Ottoman Motherland, they should actually dispel
the rumors inherited from the despotic regime that the Armenians are striving for independence. 4. Both
parties declare that they are unanimous in “expanding the rights of vilayets™ and support the development and
progress of the common Ottoman homeland”. The above document once again proves how far the Dashnaks
have gone in a double game. They were ready in words, even with weapons in their hands, to defend the
«integrity of the Ottoman Motherland», refuted the rumors that «the Armenians are striving for independence.»
The «expansion of the rights of vilayets» and «broad local autonomy» are mentioned in these documents as
if by the way. Cooperating with the dominant and powerful Ottoman party, Dashnaktsutyun again launched
its activities in all regions of the empire populated by Armenians. Cornelius Tacitus turned out to be right:
“From time immemorial, this people has been unreliable both because of its mental disposition, and because
of the position it occupies, being among the most powerful powers, the Armenians for this reason often enter
into strife with them, hating the Romans and envying the Parthians. In addition, the tactical maneuver of the
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Armenians reached its goal in another issue. Thus, the Dashnak leaders Varamyan, Papazyan and the notorious
0. Kachaznuni were invited to Istanbul in 1909 as Armenian deputies and took seats in the Turkish parliament.
Many Armenian historians subsequently condemned such a short-sighted line of the Dashnaks, who, in the end,
«outwitted themselves.» For example, “The Dashnaktsutyun Party... made a gross mistake... It began to cling
to the Young Turks, concluded an agreement with them, hoping to gain time. However, time, unfortunately,
favored neither the Dashnaktsutyun party nor the Armenian people. Time worked for the Young Turks. This
important circumstance was not taken into account by the leaders of the Dashnaktsutyun party, they did not
take into account that the conditions and tasks of the struggle had changed radically... It was a short-sighted,
helpless policy, tantamount to betrayal.” The leaders of the Dashnaks each time fed the Armenian people with
illusions, inspiring them with unrealizable hopes about the formation of «Great Armenia» in the near future,
and, assuring that «Dashnaktsutyun» in this matter is supported by mighty forces, referring now to Russia,
then to England and France . The interests of these powers, undoubtedly, converged on the «Armenian issuey,
but this interest did not mean at all the readiness to provide real comprehensive and large-scale assistance,
without which the plans of the «Dashnaktsutyun» were doomed to failure. All the ideological foundations of
the state policy of Armenia, plans of aggression and groundless territorial claims against Turkey, Azerbaijan
and Georgia are openly supported by the political movements of this country today.

«FEthnic cleansing» was put forward as the first stage of this insidious plan. Armenian leaders openly
demanded that the population of Armenia should consist only of Armenians. The territories of Azerbaijan,
Georgia and Turkey are an integral part of «Great Armenia». And the historical and cultural monuments,
customs, national heritage of these countries are simply obliged to belong to His Majesty the Armenian people.
The Georgian writer and thinker I. Chavchavadze wrote about this: “Armenians erase and destroy the traces of
Georgians in churches and monasteries belonging to Georgians, scrape off or erase Georgian inscriptions on
the stone, remove the stones themselves from the building and replace the inscriptions on them with Armenian
ones.

So the Dashnaks tried to convince the world that the lands they claimed were clearly Armenian, but the
leaders of the Armenian people did not take into account the adequate actions of those peoples who actually
owned the indicated territories.

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THE TRADITIONAL DECORATIONS OF KARABAKH (EXAMPLES OF JEWELRY ART)
Summary

Keywords: jewelry art, women’s jewelry, history of Karabakh, technique of making women’s jewelry.

This article, based on the achievements of modern ethnographic science of Azerbaijan, examines the history
of the creation of traditional women’s jewelry in one of the most ancient regions of Azerbaijan - Karabakh. The
jewelry art of this region has a deep tradition that go back to the origins of the most ancient civilizations of the
Turkic world. Specific real images in the form of rethought conventional-decorative symbols were presented in
jewelry, which were used as a talisman-amulet in the costumes of Karabakh residents.

The sacred function has been strong in jewelry since its inception and has not lost its significance in some
types of jewelry to this day. During the Middle Ages and modern times, a symbolic function has increased in
traditional women’s jewelry, which serves as an indicator of a woman’s material condition, her gender and age
category, position in society, and local belonging. Over time, in the traditional women’s jewelry of Karabakh,
their aesthetic component increased, and the sacred-magical function weakened, but did not completely lose
its significance.

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PROPAGANDA AND THE FORMATION OF «SOVIET VALUES» IN AZERBAIJAN DURING
THE YEARS OF SOVIET RULE

Summary
Keywords: Azerbaijan, soviet nationality policy, soviet values, national spiritual values.

The article examines the formation and promotion of «Soviet values» and «Soviet man» in
Azerbaijan during the Soviet era. During the 70 years of Azerbaijan’s membership in the USSR,
a campaign was conducted against the traditional spiritual culture in accordance with the Soviet
national policy, the policy of forming «Soviet values» as well as the «Soviet man» who carries these
values. Ethnos, national music, folklore, customs, folk and religious holidays, traditional etiquette
norms, family values, etc. are moral values that preserve the identity of the ethnos. For the formation
of the «Soviet many, first of all, «<new» values, Soviet values, were propagated. In order to unite the
Soviet peoples around a common ideology, first of all, the elimination of ethno-moral values and the
promotion of slogans such as «socialist internationalism», «Soviet patriotism», and «friendship of
peoples» were intended. He had to propagate the Soviet way of life and ideology in all spheres of
culture and form a «Soviet man» with «Soviet values» and «Soviet values». At first glance, this policy
of the Soviet government has no disadvantages. However, the values promoted by Soviet ideologues
were different from the traditional values of Azerbaijanis, where the term «patriotism» already meant
«Soviet patriotism», «internationalismy», «friendship of peoples» and «friendship» with socialist
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peoples, Soviet peoples, and the world proletariat. Soviet culture and Soviet values were formed in
the USSR under the name «cultural revolution». The article reflects the policy of Russification in
Azerbaijan during the Soviet era, the methods of forming new Soviet holidays and ceremonies, and
the Soviet way of life in general. Names and surnames play an important role in the value system
of the people. A person’s given name and surname are important indicators of a person’s ideology,
worldview, and generation. The national policy of the Soviet government was also reflected in the
field of anthroponymy. The change in this area was mainly in two directions: first, the change of
names, and second, the change in the structure of the anthroponymic model. Along with the new
socialist as well as international names, which are not traditional for Azerbaijanis, changes have been
made in the structure of surnames. In Azerbaijan, as in other Soviet republics, the next and most
important means of propaganda, which played a psychological role in the formation of Soviet values,
was the process of admitting students to the ranks of the Komsomol, pioneers, and Octoberists. The
ceremonies organized for this purpose instilled in the students enthusiasm, confidence in the building
of socialism, Soviet patriotism, and so on. had to play a big role in creating such feelings. However,
the processes taking place in the country as a result of the collapse of the USSR and Azerbaijan’s
independence showed that this policy was not successful. One of the reasons for the failure of Soviet
national policy is the self-formation of the people’s system of values, which led to the alienation of
foreign ideology from its worldview.

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MEDIEVAL COMMUNAL - RELIGIOUS ARCHITECTURE OF THE CITY OF
SHAKHRISABZ

Summary

Key words. architecture, Shakhrisabz, communal and religious architecture, baths, caravanserais, style,
ornament, decoration.

The architecture of the Kashkadarya region, like other regions of Uzbekistan, has a thousand-year history.
This can be learned from the monuments found as a result of archaeological excavations carried out in the region.
On the territory of Kashkadarya there are vast fields, irrigated and suitable for growing lalmi, steppes and pastures,
favorable for the development of animal husbandry. This situation had a direct impact on the nature of local art. It
also contains the traditions of the culture of nomadic and settled tribes. We can say that urban planning in the oasis
is developed at a high level. A large number of settlements arose on the territory of the region, which developed
uniformly in the traditions of urban culture. The cities of the Kashkadarya oasis served as transit points on important
trade routes in Central Asia.

Shakhrisabz is a historical city of Uzbekistan with unique monuments achieved by the peoples of Central Asia
in the field of architecture and urban planning. Famous architectural monuments of the XIV century and those built
in the first half of the XV century have been preserved here. They were built on the initiative of Amir Temur and
Mirzo Ulugbek

The communal-religious zone of Shakhrisabz - large sanctuaries were built in the southeastern part of the city in
the XIV-XV centuries. The most famous of them are «Dar us-siyadat» and «Dar ut-tilovat» - a complex of mosques,
madrasahs and tombs that Amir Temur built for himself and his descendants. Historian Sharafuddin Ali Yazdi writes
about the events of 1394 in his book «Zafarname» (Book of Victory) «Construct a special building in Shakhrisabz
(Amir Temur pointed out), that his son Amirzade Jahangir and other sons and officials should be placed in it. [one]

Dar us siyadat is a huge building, the height of which reaches about 70 m to 50 m. The entrance leads to the room
of God, from which the tomb of Amir Timur was planned, in the middle of which there is an underground reservoir.
In the second half of the 16th century, during one of the attacks of Abdullakhan II, the complex was destroyed.
The tomb of Jahongir was the basis for the existence of the Darus Siyadat complex. During the construction of the
mausoleum of Jahongir, the structure of the first appearance of the tahmon and the dome was determined from the
inside by a richly decorated “muqarnas” (eight star - author’s editorial) with a trench, the remains of which are still
preserved.
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MYTHIC VIEW OF THE UNIVERSE AND RELIGIOUS-PHILOSOPHICAL
CONSCIOUSNESS

The science has asserted the fact that the earth
is round like a ball for a very long time. Today, even
the third-year pupil knows it, but it would be better
if we considered the one of the oldest mythic truth,
according to which the earth is flat, with more attention!
In ancient times people had no doubts of truth of this
statement. There was a time when such a notion was
the only model of cosmic and human existence, and it
was truth for millions of people. There were famous
erudites, thinkers, military or political statesmen
among them, and what is more, spiritual fathers of
mankind, great religious authorities, clergymen, who
shared the same idea. Hence, it would be quite right to
raise question whether this assertion of our ancestors
contains some valuable, necessary by today’s criteria
information, or this everything is the result of weakness
and stupidity of human mind, which evokes only the
smile for contemporaneousness and nothing more.
But the later is less acceptable. We can acknowledge
that our ancestors were not so unintelligible and
retarded not to know that earth was not flat, but round!
They specially masked it, attached sacral, esoteric
meaning to it, and covered the real essence of matter
with poetic, mythic images. But on its side the later
kept the information of great sacral importance (let’s
remember what kind of sacral and esoteric meaning
was attached to numbers by Pythagoreans and with
what respect they kept numerous secrets connected
to them. It is known from history of philosophy, how
one of Pythagoreans killed himself because he had
given away the secret of number N.) Our ancestors
should have known that besides this world (such
dimension) there is some other universe, having
another dimension, or without any dimension at all
— in the aspect of super dimension (“The kingdom of
heaven”, “Paradise”’) The earth is flat! It stands on
three whales, and these whales themselves stand on
turtle.

Suchisavery shortcontentof mythic cosmology,
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which is poetic mythic-archetypal expression of real
essence of matter. Whale is a water animal, so is the
turtle. In both cases we deal with water that must not
be accidental. Scientifically acknowledged fact is
that origin of life is connected with water. It is not
accidental that the first philosopher Thales of Miletus
acknowledged water element as the origin — “Arche”
— of universe. One of the seven Christian sacraments,
baptism, is also connected with water, which is the
beginning of Christian life. According to above
mentioned archetypal model of universe, it stands on
the water or its origin is connected with water. Bible
also confirms it. Saint David profit says about it, that
God had established the world on the water. “Who
established land on the water” (psalms 135.6). The
same idea is given in genesis, according to which:
“Darkness was above the abyss and the soul of god
wandered above waters” (Genesis, 1.2). Saint father
John of Damascus explains that “Abyss is nothing
more, but a lot of water”, “God created the universe
to separate upper universe water from lower universe
water”, as he “established himself in the middle
of water abyss” (God placed the water above the
universe in order that it couldn’t be burned because
of fervid of the sun and heavenly bodies). Hence
from abovementioned the nearness and connection of
archetypal model of universe with Bible is evident.
It is evident that myth secretly tells us Biblical truth,
which gives possibility of asserting that the basis of
archetypal model of cosmic and human existence is
the Bible, Holy Writ.

Mythic and religious notions on the structure and
regularity of universe have not been yet differentiated
up to the end at the given stage of culture and
civilization. It is true that religious notions dominate,
but mythic ones are not yet rejected. Moreover, there
is no conflict situation between these notions, just on
the contrary, myth serves religion, it is in the service
of religious faith, because it is purely specific human
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phenomenon. Geocentric system had proved religious
anthropocentrism, to which the notion on earth
flatness corresponded. It is true that in the times of
Ptolomaeus the spheric configuration of the earth did
not woke doubts, but these ideas came from mythic
consciousness and didn’t oppose religious doctrine.

If we want to comprehend the essence of the
phenomenon, we should be not only scientist,
scholar, but poet as well. Poetry is very close to both
philosophy and religion (poetic images of psalms are
not accidental).

When they say: “I am standing on something” —
they always underline their own belief, faith, and just
this idea is meant in the saying that the land stands
on three whales or elephant (Hindu myth). Whale
and elephant are the largest animals in the universe.
Greatness is underlined by it, something huge, global
and universal is implied (universe, cosmos). Their
number is three — it is the symbol of old triad — love,
kindness and beauty — or the symbol of God, creator
of universe; turtle, which figures here, is certainly
the symbol of time, which flows slowly like a turtle
(turtle is nearly always a symbol of slow movement).
Let us remember aporime of Zeno of Elea “Achilles
and a Turtle”. This aporime besides metaphysical and
logic-philosophical contents has got poetic, mythic
and religious aspects, namely, a man, even if he was a
swift-footed Achilles, would never outrun turtle-time!

Shortly, according to mythic notions, the earth is
in the centre of the universe (Geocentrism). This is one
more archetypal scheme. Information and knowledge
given here must not be considered in physical plan,
but look at it “with understanding”. Get it “with
understanding” in hermeneutic plan (V. Dilthey).
Then we can discover that our planet — earth is not in
space centre relative to the universe, but in the centre
of attention of supernatural, super cosmic being — of
God. That’s why anthropocentrism is the necessary
feature of religious and mythic thinking. That is the
earth is flat and stands in the centre of universe and
is supported by three whales standing on the turtle
(water). That means that three-dimensional (earthly

civilization) universe is in the centre of attention
and protection of superior supernatural being, God,
and extraordinary long way going to him can be
passed with love, kindness and beauty (love-faith,
kindness-moral, philosophy and esthetics-beauty).
The fascination and beauty of old myths are just in it.
So our ancestors didn’t have false and scientifically
unjustified model of cosmic and human existence at
all.

Ancient (if you would like, eastern) scientific
or philosophic thinking is nourished by mythic,
archetypal images of the universe. On its side Biblical
thinking is nourishment of myth. Mythic images are
closely interwoven with scientific opinions. There
where “ratio” doesn’t feel itself confident, it always
resorts to the help of myth, in the result of which
revealing of mythic images and symbols becomes
necessary. Even genius Plato addressed myth in his
very critical moments, when pure reason (mind) was
not capable of progressing because of lack of power
and skills. That’s why people’s mind devours myth
like spring water, this likeness of truth, and there
is nothing extraordinary in it. It can be said that
it is our (human being’s) necessary feature, as the
human being is the creator of myth and symbols (E.
Cassirer). Symbol, myth themselves are regulators
of our experience and explanation-understanding,
even because of this they are worthy of attention. It
could be added, that myth interpreted in this way is
in unison with religion, namely, in Judaist-Christian
doctrine, which is told in books of Holy Writ.

Unfortunately “Living perception of myth”
has lost. It is out of reach and in some cases even is
unacceptable for modern, totally estranged person.
However, myth doesn’t require faith from us but
understanding. That’s why it’s time for us to treat it
“with understanding”. Myth hides truth in itself; it
can be especially said on religious truth, which has
objective, ontological meaning and is of heavenly
origin. Esoterically given truth connects it with
religion, namely, Christianity — Orthodox Christianity,
which hides heavenly truth in itself.

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THE CITY AS A SOCIAL PHENOMENON: SOCIOLOGICAL AND
HISTORICAL APPROACHES

The modern city is a complex and holistic
social system, concentrating most of the educational,
financial, human and other resources, in which by
means of social control and its main aktiviziruyutsya
elements[1], so important is the vision of him in
the aspect of development and peculiarities of the
functioning of the internal urban structures (local
communities), and with regard to external relations.
This determines the need for special research focused
on studying the features of the processes taking
place in modern cities, their characteristic problems
and prospects for their resolution, involving the
implementation of a joint search for a strategy by the
authorities, economic and public organizations, whose
actions can be consolidated within the framework of
strategic development planning.

The interest in the problems of the development
of large cities is due to a number of reasons, namely:

- the priority of these problems due to the
concentration and integration of new types of
economic activity in large cities, increasing their
importance, both in the regional aspect and in the
development of the country as a whole;

- awareness of the strategic role of a large city as an
economic, socio-cultural and political phenomenon;

- complication of socio-economic processes of
urban development, their formation as independent
economic mechanisms;

- complex deep transformations of cities in
conditions of intensive globalization, increased
competition and trends of strengthening their socio-
economic independence;

- the need to search for and develop socio-
economic mechanisms for the formation of an effective
structure of urban society, ensuring the solution of a
number of social, economic, environmental and other
tasks.

The increased attention of the scientific audience
and practitioners to the development of large cities,
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which has been observed recently, inevitably leads to
a more complicated understanding of the definition of
«large city» and related problems.

There is a widespread opinion among researchers
about the aimlessness and groundlessness of attempts
to interpret this concept[2]. So, according to M.
Castellsa[3], instead of the non-existent concept of
«city», the concept of «urban unit» should be used,
with respect to which only approximately qualities
that distinguish it from other

urban units can be named. D. Martindal[4]
pointed to the disappearance of the city as a relatively
autonomous unit of settlement in an urbanized society.

B. Hammar also spoke about the impossibility of
a single definition of a city, which is from a scientific
point of view a universal form of life in the period
of an urbanized society[5]. Many other researchers
have also spoken about the inexpediency of a single
interpretation of the concept of a city[6].

Analyzing the history of the city, K. Marx and
F. Engels noted that the aggregate city arose at first
in the form of spatially absolutely isolated urban
communities. The functioning of these communities
was based on a syncretic non-agricultural type of
labor, and their spatial localization was largely due to
the equal “concern for the protection of property and
for the multiplication of the means of production and
the means of protecting individual members” for all
constituent individuals[7]. During this period, there
were practically no connections between individual
cities. And only later, as a result of a further deepening
of the division of labor associated with the allocation
of trade as a specifically urban type of labor, such ties
began to appear, as a result of which aggregate cities
arose as social communities.

When studying the concept of «city» in the
economic aspect, the attention of researchers is
focused on the production and economic factors of its
emergence and the production and economic patterns
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of its development. Thus, the city is considered as
a settlement of people using an intensive division
of labor[8]. The economic features of the city can
include: the division of labor into industry and
agriculture, into appropriating and producing labor;
the degree of professional differentiation of labor;
the nature of the dominant capital (production, trade,
credit); type of production (production of material
resources, provision of services, information), etc.
One of the key parameters of the life of the city is the
nature of the economic situation in it.

As part of the economic approach, A. Weber[9]
studied the city as a geometric point of economic
space with minimal costs of production and economic
life.

Another aspect of the study of the concept of
«city» is semiotic. Within the framework of semiotics
as a science of signs, it is necessary to understand
that the formation of semantic situations occurs in
the process of communication, which is a dialogical
exchange of various kinds of meanings and meanings.
The space of any city is a communicative space. In
the semiotic aspect, the city is a combination of socio-
cultural dialogue and historical events, objectified
in material media. In this perspective, the social
behavior of citizens is of particular importance for this
sociological study, which can be more understandable
when studying the semantic perception of the urban
environment, the psychosemantics of urban space,
the symbolic dynamics of places, etc. That is, the
semiotic approach considers the city as an objective
representative of the mental and relational structures
of interaction[ 10].

The sociological approach to the study of the city
is based on its multidimensionality and variability and
is focused on the search for an integral basis for its
scientific definition, taking into account all aspects
and circumstances of urban life. It should be noted that
it was the classics of sociology that contributed to the
emergence of the themes of urban space. In sociology,
numerous attempts to explain the emergence of cities
in the context of highlighting the social functions they
perform have led to the emergence of a number of
theories[11].

A large city is a relatively independent, legally
formalized complex dynamic territorial, economic
and social system in which reproduction is realized,
economic, social, political, ideological, managerial,
demographic, ethnic, environmental, legal, town-
planning, town-serving and other life-support
relations[12].

The use of a systematic approach to the study of
the city allows, firstly, to consider it as a structural and
functional structure. At the same time, subsystems are
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singled out to describe it, their functions are studied
(internal, aimed at maintaining integrity, and external,
aimed at interacting with the external environment).
The object-structural paradigm represents the city
as a constructed object with invariant structural
parameters. One of the key features of the system is its
hierarchical structure - connections and relationships.
The hierarchy of cities represents the subordination
of each elements of a lower level (in terms of socio-
economic influence, administrative management) to
elements of a higher level, which in turn, they are
subordinate to the elements of the next level. However,
the artificiality, constructability, hierarchy and
manageability of cities do not exclude the naturalness
of their formation in historical perspective. Indeed,
there is also spontaneity in the existence of cities,
for example, their uncontrolled growth. Therefore,
secondly, a systematic approach allows us to consider
the city as a self-developing entity. To study the city,
which is a socio-cultural phenomenon and the unity of
socio-cultural diversity, the mechanisms of integrity
and change, the integrative basis and patterns of
development are distinguished[13].

The first empirical studies of the problems
of the city within the framework of a sociological
approach were carried out by representatives of the
Chicago School. In particular, R. Park considered the
social problems of cities, and especially megacities,
presented and developed in the urban environment.
The city itself represented a convenient “locus of
research” for the scientist with the concentration
of human behavior features on the foreseeable and
relatively small space. Through the «laboratory»
of the city, both the individual behavior of the
inhabitants that make up its population and the social
institutions themselves and the urban community as a
whole[14]. Such an understanding demonstrates such
a systemic property of the city as the ability to to self-
development, self-reproduction.

In general, the analysis of theoretical sources
makes it possible to single out two main approaches
to the study of the city in sociology. The first approach
considers the city as a social (more specifically, socio-
territorial as one of the social groups) community of
people.

The very concept of a social community
embraces associations of people with a certain social
connection created and maintained over a certain time
period. That is, in a broad sense, a social community
is a sustainable form of life. The category of socio-
territorial community is historical, the emergence of
which was due to the transition from the primitive
communal system, which was based on personal
blood ties, to a class society that divides the people
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not by kindred groups, but by living in the same
territory. Since that time, settlements have become a
link in social determination and, at the same time, a
factor and environment for social development.

If a social community is a set of individuals with
the same living conditions, norms, values, interests,
social connections and understanding of their own
social identity, which is the subject of social life, then
a socio-territorial community is a community that is
a specific social group with social relations in their
territorial manifestation.

The objective basis for the formation of a socio-
territorial community is the division of labor, the
types of which are always territorially localized. Any
settlement of people is the immediate environment of
their life, within which their daily needs are met and
a number of group-forming social characteristics are
acquired.

In the context of such reasoning, the city is
a territorially concentrated form of settlement of
people employed mainly in non-agricultural labor,
characterized only by its inherent properties, reflecting
a certain level of social division of labor.

Considering the city as a socio-territorial
community, it is necessary to understand that
such a community is an association of residents to
realize common interests and jointly solve common
problems. That is, it can be assumed that the local
community and the bodies formed by it can more
effectively than state bodies, when organizations
of centralized management of local development to
solve the problems of increasing the level and quality
of their lives. Thus, when studying the city as a social
community, attention should be focus on issues of
self-government, which is the guarantor of the normal
functioning of the city as a social community[15].

Among the studies of socio-territorial
communities, we note the works of T.I. Zaslavskaya,
S.G. Kirdina (Krapchan), A.M. Sergienko, A.Ya.
Trotskovsky, V.I. Fedoseeva, M.A. Shabanova and
others.

Another approach considers the city as a social
system. The huge variety and complexity of factors,
infrastructure elements, links between them that affect
the efficiency of city management, and consequently,
the quality of life of the urban population, determine
the feasibility of using a systematic approach in
solving the problems of large cities.

The second thought is based on the principles
of historicism, which studies urban processes in the
historical, and, therefore, sociocultural aspect, and
synergetics, which focuses on the search for invariant
mechanisms self-development of the city as a socio-
cultural system.

The city as a socio-spatial integrity was
also considered by domestic researchers. So,
M.N. Mezhevich notes that «the correlation and
interconnection of the social and spatial environment
is the essence of the processes that characterize the
city as an integrity.» Consequently, the city, as an
integral systemic organism, is assigned the obligatory
property of its spatial organization.

Based on the foregoing, we propose to use the
following definition within this framework: a city is a
social community that has historically developed on a
territory with established boundaries and is organized
through social interactions, has a certain legal form
and a certain cultural environment, whose members
are engaged in various non-agricultural activities.

In the modern world, large cities play a key role
in the socio-economic development of any country.
The definition of «large city» also does not have an
unambiguous interpretation, despite its active use in
both scientific and regulatory literature.
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A modern large city is a particularly complex
social organism, constituting a certain geographical,
economic, architectural, engineering, construction
and cultural complex.

We believe that one of the successful definitions
of a large city is its consideration as a settlement
unit with relatively a large population, the scale of
which may vary in different historical periods, in
different cultures or geographical regions, covering
a significant area with urban development, a diverse
urban economy, a wealth of urban institutions and
social interactions, constituting a multifunctional
urban system (especially significant cultural center),
as well as being such in the minds of its inhabitants
and in the minds of the public environment of the city.

It should be noted the relative nature of the concept
of a large city. Its specificity lies in the scale, and this
applies to a greater extent degree of population than
the size of the territory it occupies. The relativism of
a large city lies in its comparison with other cities -
neighboring cities, cities in the same region, cities in
the same country, major cities in the world, cities in a

Jlureparypa:

given historical era or in other historical periods.

Representatives of science often consider a city
with a population of more than 1 million people as a
large city, since this group of cities has certain specific
features, requiring qualitatively different approaches
to their research and management[18].

One should agree with this position and consider
a large city with a population of more than 1 million
people within the framework of this dissertation
research.

Large cities have a central place in the economic,
political, sociocultural life, it is with them that the
prospects for the development of human civilization
as a whole are associated.

In this regard, it is extremely important to
comprehensively study a large city as a social
phenomenon, identify patterns and trends in its
functioning and development, in particular study
of the features of strategic planning for the social
development of a large city as a form of territorially
organized socio-economic space.

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CIVIL SOCIETY AND ITS GENDER DIMENSION

Current social sciences differentiate the notion
of “sex” as of the biological understanding versus
“gender” that denotes the social and sociological
phenomenon of the sex. Being one of the basic
dimensions of the social structure of human society,
in conjunction with several other cultural and socio-
demographic data (race, age, ethnic belonging, social
strata, etc.) it is essential foundation of nay social
system whatsoever. Always based upon certain
cultural background, this dimension in imbedded in
every essential social institution of the society and
determines social relationships between the men and
the women there. [1].

Currently gender studies is one of the basic
tools for the research of any given society. Both
social and political sciences pay tribute to “Gender”
and consider it as almost equal and important as the
”Class” is in terms of history — the main contributor to
the stability of the society. For better understanding of
social and political processes from gender standpoint
there are special tools used for sociological modeling
that can clarify the process of formation of social
identity and its temporal modifications. Publications
of Frances Woolley, Judith Lorber, Gisela Bock and
other outstanding scholars give some insights on
problematic issues emphasized in current gender
studies. [2].

Crises in modern societies make the issue of
women’s active participation in social and political
processes extremely topical — meaning their broadest
possible involvement and particular reflections and
examples in terms of their axiology. Till the 60-ies of
the last century the gender differences were seldom
considered as politically important an issue. Feminist
movements can be regarded as the precursor of the
concept of gender in its modern understanding.
Notwithstanding the fact that the term “Feminism” is
newly coined, several alike viewpoints can be traced
in almost all cultures however different they may
seem, with the starting points in ancient Greek and
Chinese civilizations.
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As early as in 1405 , in Italy, Christine de
Pizzan managed to publish the “Book of the City of
Ladies” where she predicted many ideas common
for the modern feminism. Telling the stories of many
outstanding women of the past the author strongly
advocated the right of education for females, especially
in the field of political sciences. However, the first
organized female movements appeared only in the
XIX c. Mary Wollstonecraft’s book “The Vindication
of the Rights of Women” written under the influence
of the French Revolution is considered as the first text
of the modern feminism.

The mid-XIX —c. defined the first topical issue
for the female movements — achievement of suffrage
rights for the women. This aim was dictated by the
analogues progressive system invented for the male
population. This time is referred as the first wave of
the feminism with the requests of political and legal
rights for women equal to men. However, suffrage
rights were the most demanded among the females,
since it was believed, that legal voting would abolish
sexual discrimination and all kinds of superstitions
related to the women would be gone as well. The
countries with the most developed democratic systems
had the strongest female movements, who demanded
the same rights as their husbands, fathers, sons and
brothers had already had.

The female movement in the USA begun in 1840-
es being to some extend backed by the strong abolition
campaign of those days. 1848 famous assembly of the
American Women in Seneca Falls defined the birth
of the female movement in the country. Elizabeth
Stanton’s “Declaration of Sentiments” was adopted
there, the document that was deliberately mirroring
the style and the principles of the Declaration of
Freedom and as one of the issues was demanding the
suffrage rights for females.

It was in 1850 when the female movement
gained strength in the UK. In 1867 The Camber of
Commons declined George Stewart Mill’s motion —
the Amendment to the Second Act of Reforms that
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envisaged granting the suffrage rights to females — the
very first legal motion on women suffrage. Following
the foundation of the Women’s Political and Social
Union in the UK headed by Emmeline Pankhurst and
her daughter Christrabel the female movement was
more and more resembling military organization with
offensive undertakings.

Living in deep underground in Paris the
Pankhursts led so called direct action campaign that
involved offence against private property and many
public demonstrations undertaken by the suffragist
women. [3].

The first wave of feminist movement ended with
granting the voting rights to the women. The very first
time this happened in New Zeeland, where the female
got the right to vote as early as in 1893. The 9-th
Amendment of the Constitution of the USA gave the
same rights to the US women in 1920. As for the UK,
similar legislation was enacted in 1918 but the British
women wouldn’t use this right for ten more years.
Although victorious in their demands for suffrage
rights the good outcome had somehow weakened
female movement. Fighting against many odds
women were consolidated around their clear aim and
most of their activities were logical and consistent.

Many of the former suffragist activists naively
believed that with the right to vote women became
fully emancipated. It was in the 60-es of the last
century when the women movement experienced
revival. Publication of Betty Friedan’s “The Feminine
Mistique” much contributed to the second wave of
feminist movement and feministic thinking. The
author focused on the “problem that has no mane” —
that was the sense of frustration and disappointment,
even the feeling of being mischievous suffered by
lots of women in the US in their roles of housewives,
mothers and good spouses. The second wave revealed
that the legal and political rights granted to women
had not solved “the Feminine Issue”.

Feminist ideas and standpoints were gradually
becoming more and more radical, sometimes even
revolutionary. Publications such as Kate Millett’s
“Sexual Politics” and Germaine Greer’s “Female-
Eunuch” were the main contributors in removing all
kinds of bonds in researching of so called political
issues. The authors were focusing on private,
psychological and sexual aspects of female abuse.
Not simply political emancipation of females, but
real freeing of the women- that was the aim of the
second wave of feminism. This aim has had adequate

reflection in the latest ideas of feminist movement.
As some activists of the field have stated, solely
political and legal reforms are hardly enough for the
achievement of this aim — radical, even revolutionary
social changes are more and more frequently
demanded. [4].

Debate on the interconnection of the concepts
of civic society and gender is relatively new among
scholars. The theory and practice of Civic Society
and the respective studies were developed in strictly
structural, patriarchal society. From 1980-amd 90-es
the feminist historians are systematically debating
that the civic society as we know it has never been
of the inclusive nature, but, alas, has only been the
social sphere and structure responsible for equalizing
relations between the market, the state and the family,
so that it always has been of strictly exclusive/ push-
out nature. Civic society, together with the public
sphere were monopolized and dominated by the male
- the notion of citizenship itself was totally related to
the masculine phenomenon. Only private sphere was
reserved for the women. Restrictions for the women
to enter the public/ official spheres / gain political
authority were frequently disguised by the conscription
law- every now and then being the perfect way for the
male to join political establishment of the country.

The political theorist, prof. Birgit Sauer shares
her view in this regard, stating that *“ the contemporary
state is based upon the gender compromise within
the civic society that has separated the family from
all other social institutions, while at the same time
has introduced the hierarchic and gender division
of labor — formalizing and naturalizing this kind of
social division through the double gender roles/
responsibilities. However, throughout the XX
century the notion of civil society had been gradually
enlarging, including more and more social institutions,
the concept has remained the inherent part of the
representative regimen that is inseparably connected
with the development of capitalist system, male -
dominated liberal democracy and patriarchal state (of
the universal prosperity /welfare).” [5].

From the 80-es of the last century feminist studies
have heavily scrutinized all existing definitions and
theories of the civic society. Almost all early attitudes
towards the examination of civil society were inclined
to ignore gender factors. Publication of some reviews
on women’s notes was the utmost they were doing-
essentially women scholars. Study of the history of
feminist movement reveals undeniable correlation

the development of civil society with that movement.
Activities of feminist groups of the late XIX — early
XX centuries represent the prefect examples of
founding of successful a-social organizations- parts
of the civil society, and through them reaching out to
broader audience, plainly articulating their demands,
defining and defending their interests.

As Czech president Vaclav Havel puts it “The
civil society by be based upon the power of the
powerless.[6]. This aspect has most notably been
revealed in regards of the women. They started
their struggle while powerless, deprived of political
and economic rights, including suffrage rights,
and when their proprietary rights were extremely
restricted. However, through their tireless activities
the women managed to achieve majority of their
demands by forcing the state to enact the respective
laws guaranteeing equality with the male. Currently
in all of the developed courtiers legal equality is
no longer questioned. However, this did not bring
equality in day-to day life. Assemblies, gatherings,
demonstrations, manifestations, establishing of
the organizations, diverse forms of expression and
involvement/participation- all aimed at state authority
on the one hand and towards changing the public
opinion on the other.

All the obstacles and odds that the women have
to face in economic, political and cultural spheres,
extremely low percentage of women representation
in the decision-making bodies indicate that gender
inequality has got much deeper roots. We do sincerely
believe and think that the areas provided by the civil
society are sufficient to fight against those odds, to
uproot inequality and discrimination as the factors
hindering further democratization of the society.

Critical level of backwardness in regards of
gender equality clearly indicates ineffectiveness of the
existing legal framework and the need of new strategies
that must reach out the various spheres of civil society
existing beyond the official and signal systems. Some
of the scholars think that despite of several progressive
steps taken, the term “Civil Society” still remains the
notion that is “Gender Neutral. ”

As A. Philips has stated “Terminology used for
the description of civil society frequently gives a
picture of a place where females don’t exist at all...
Scholars of early days dealing with the theory of social
agreement (usually referred to as the synonym for the
term of “political society”’) were defining it as a means
for transformation of humans from natural into the
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organized stage, when the regulations were introduced
and enacted through the laws and obligations invented
and imposed by the humans themselves. The difference
between those two stages of existence was given as a
background where women became less noticeable and
more subordinated to the men”. [7]

The first researches on gender issues, civil
societies and democratization were undertaken in
Latin America and Central and Eastern Europe in
1980-es. The research results have proven that in both
regions women were much more actively involved
in opposition and dissident movements that were
the main contributors in bringing down authoritative
regimes and dictatorships. On the other hand,
declaration of the period in between 1975-1985 by the
UN as of the Decade of the Women boosted female
activities. Various initiative groups of women were
established in many courtiers, transforming them in
more organized and mobilized groups focused around
their particular aims and goals.

The first type of informal organizations was
directed towards the destruction of the existing state of
affairs and rules, while the second type was basically
focused on gaining more rights and establishing
institutions that would guarantee their practical
exercise within the existing system. For instance
women in Latin America were more occupied with
fighting poverty, inflation and rising prices through
increasing influence over the public spheres. “When
in Brazil women get involved in organizing campaigns
against the souring living costs and supported the
demands to respect humans rights, military were
prone to give more freedom of action to the female
associations than to student or labor organizations that
were considered as threats to the national security. [8]

In Central and Eastern Europe women lacked
separate female political organizations, however they
took significant part in fighting against the oppressive
regimes in their courtiers. That’s why in this region
women were more focused on public spheres. They
vigorously protested against their governments, were
active members of opposition organizations, even the
private sector has been used as a means to fight the
regimes. However “the leading positions for women
were still restricted”. [9].

For instance, in “Solidarity” opposition movement
of Poland women made almost half of its members,
however in higher hierarchy of the organization few
women were admitted. As several researchers have
noted, despite their active involvement in the process
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of democratization no any significant enhancement and
enlargement of women’s rights have happened. “When
political actors are not organized into the establishment
and the institutionalized politics is inactive, women are
active in public spheres. As soon as institutionalization
is in place and formal democracy is back the males-
these “natural” main actors of the representative
democracy regain public stage”. [10].

In the newly independent countries - members of
the former Soviet Union, to which belongs Georgia,
women organizations

have become significant

elements and integral parts of the civic societies. During
the period of transition those organizations almost
entirely depended on the donations and aid coming
from the countries of developed democracy. However,
increase in women’s activities was also backed by
rising awareness on gender issues, implementation of
civic education programs throughout these countries,
introduction of particular courses on gender studies
in schools and higher education establishments and
inaction of respective legal norms in their current
legislations.

SPIRITUAL FOUNDATIONS OF SOCIO-POLITICAL ACTIVITIES OF WOMEN IN

Symmary
